Provisions of posts, promotions
and retirements on a definite basis are
continvous and regular processes in
any service. The appointment and
promotion of appropriate individuals

to definite positions on a principled
basis in accordance with evaluation of
tenure, efficiency, educational
gualification, seniority, training, etc.
and retirement in accordance with
terms set by law and other enactments
and regulations also take place in the
Nepal Police. In the last fiscal year,
2168 individuals ranging from Deputy
Chief of Police to Police havildar
(Sergeant) have received promotions
in police service. Twelve in police
service ranging from police inspector
to jawan (sepoy-patrolman) have

retired afier completion of tenure
during this period. Twenty-nine police
servicemen died in this period. 327
resigned.

Two TELETEX machines at the
INTERPOL were presented to
INTERPOL Nepal by the Japanese
government via JAICA at the
recommendation of the INTERPOL
General Secretariat, Two Japanese
technicians arrived in Kathmandu on
December 5th, 1990 to conduct a
fifieen-day training programme for
twelve police officers on the assembly
and operation of the machines.

Afier the exchange of official
communication on 17th
December1990, INTERPOL Nepal has
had to remain within the Seventh
Region of the INTERPOL
Telecommunication Network in
observance of regulations governing
the operation of the communication
facilities, with its central offices in
Tokyo. Countries in the Seventh
Region are: Nepal, India, Philippines,
Indonesia, Sri Lanka, Pakistan, Hong
Kong, China, Thailand, Malaysia and

facility many times more cheap than
telex. Nepal is the second country after
Japan among the Asian Region
member countries to opt for
TELETEX. The General Secretariat of
INTERFPOL located in France intends
to establish the use of such ultra-
modern communication facilities as
the TELETEX in all INTERPOL
countries.

The equipments were
given in aid to Nepal Police on behalf
of the British government. Handing
over the instruments worth some seven
million rupees, the British Ambassador
said that the presentation had been
made to the Nepal Police as symbolic
of the mutual cooperation between
Nepal and the United Kingdom in the
course of the world-wide campaign
against drugs. The Chief of Police
expressed thanks on behalf of the
Nepal Police on the occasion and
pointed out that the equipments would
greatly aid in the investigation works
regarding drug related crimes.

Likewise, German Ambassador,
H.E. Martin Schneller handed over
equipments for drug investigations
presented as aid to the Nepal Police by
the government of the Federal
Republic of Germany at a ceremony
organised in the Police Headquarters.

Police Arm
Badge,
Number Plate
And I.D. Card

The arm badge in the uniform of
the Nepal Police did not include the
Police monogram in full and thus
appeared deficient. The arm badge in
the separate specific colours of the
regional offices now includes the
complete monogram of the Nepal
Police. The words “Nepal Prahari”
(Nepal Police) are now also distinctly
specified in the arm badge. This is in
keeping with the practice in other
countries also to distinctly identify
policemen as such by specifying,
"Police” in the uniform itself. No such
specification was provided for in the
uniform previously.

In order that the name of individual
police officers be distinctly identifiable
to 2ll, the name of the respective
police officer now comes as part of the
uniform in the nameplate on the right
breast in Nepali and English. This
replaces the policeman's number
which was deemed impractical.

The practice is for each police
serviceman to wear his identification
card on his uniform for purposes of
entry. Identity cards specified by His
Majesty's Government have now been
referred as the more appropriate for
entry cards. New identity cards have
thus been brought to use. They specify
the name in English and Nepali and
the card includes the individual's
citizenship number and police number
among other information.

Uniforms of policemen on duty at
airports now have "Airpont Security
Police” specified in English above
their nameplates. No such
identification was provided previously,
This provision was deemed highly
essential for the airport security police.

In 2011 B.S. hence, the Nepal Police
Training Centre was set up at Sri
Mahal in Lalitpur. In course of
expanding such centres which
provided training in professional
matters to the police, Police Training
Centres were established in Dharan
and Nepalganj in 2023 B.S. . in
Butwal and Kathmandu in 2031 and in
Dipayal in 2039. Such facilities thus
covered all regions in the country. In

2045 B.S. an Armed Police Training
Centre was set up in Kakani to provide
training for the Armed Police. Physical
and other essential facilities required
in the process of training for both
trainers and trainees have been
provided for as far as possible at the
centres. The bulk of the training
manuals are Nepali publications. There
is also a predetermined schedule and
course of study for each traiming

programme.



Over fifty basic, developed and
technical training programmes of
various kinds are imparted to police
officers at the several training centres
established in the Nepal Police. Thirty-
three such types of training were
provided to 8559 police servicemen
setween 2047 Shrawan and 2048
Kartik.

Apart from these training centres,
mobile training units have been set up
by which trainers are sent to various
s=gions to train policemen. Training is
also provided at home and abroad with
the cooperation of various
organisations in friendly countries.

The world has been categonsed in the
INTERPOL's regional classification
into the Asia Region, the Africa
Region, the European Region and the
American Region. Each region hosts a
conference every two years. The
Eleventh Asian Regional Conference
ook place, 25th February-March 1st,
1991, in the Australian capital,
Canberra, Deputy Chief of Police

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Drugs
Control

The traffic and use of drugs and
drug related crimes have become a
complicated problem facing the world
community. It poses a formidable
challenge to society, To come to grips
with the international apex of people
engaged in this crime has become the
responsibility of human civilisation in
its totality. Nepal has been conducting
a campaign against this menace with
all legal and administrative means
possible. A Drugs Control Section was
set up under the Police Headquarters
in 2043 B.S. The sphere of activities
was expanded with the creation of
vanious units and Drugs Control Sub-
Section under the zonal police offices
in all forteen zones of the Kingdom.
Since then, police have met
remarkable success in the control of
people involved in drug addiction and
trafficking. As a result, 368 criminals,
of whom 331 were Nepalis and 37
foreigners, were caught dealing in
drugs in the fiscal year 2047-48. Of
those nabbed, 212 Nepali citizens and
16 non-Nepalis are under detention for
investigation., 119 Nepalis and 21
foreigners have been sentenced to
prison terms.

Hashish, marijuana, opium and
heroin were confiscated from among
these people. 1013 kilogrammes 681
grammes and 904 miligrammes of
hashish was the largest haul siezed by
the police. The smallest amount is that
in opium--84 grammes. In this period,
653 kgs, 880 gms and 603 mgms of
marijuana and 24 kgs, 880 gms and
603 mags of herion were hauled in by
the police.

It is estimated that there are twenty
to twenty-five thousand addicts in the
country. If every such addict is to
consume merely half a gramme of
brown sugar a day, the cost at current
market prices of Rs. 400/- for the
amount would be some five hundred
thousand ruppees a day. On the one
hand, thus, a sizeable section of the
youth and considerable money are

going to waste negatively, On the other
hand, the cost incurred in the
rehabilitation of such youths is equally
significant. It is indeed also essential
to consider the physical and emotional
pains and negative social impact as
incomparable loss to the nation.
Warious training programmes are being
conducted by the Police Headquarters
and the police training centres to
produce capable manpower in order to
stem this national waste. The
following receive special emphasis in
drug related training:

1. Identification of drugs.

2. Involvement in addiction and
trafficking. Its national and
international status,

3. Investigation technigques and
criminal tendencies.

4, Means by which coordination is
wrought from among agencies
involved in the control of drug
wrafficking.

5. Information on sale of drugs,
modern techniques of waffic in
drugs preferred by dealers,
methods of  hiding and
accumulating drugs. Studies on
the legal process adopted towards
the cnme.

6. Inroduction and information of
various methods and chemicals
used to identify drugs along with
studies regarding their use.

In this manner, basic training,
specialised training and introductory
training programmes are being
conducted within the resource limits of
the Nepal Police. Police officers have
also been sent abroad and trained at
home with foreign cooperation in
order to produce skilled manpower for
the control of drugs. Recently, eight
junior police officers received
"Narcotics Enforcement Training”
conducted by the American
Government, 9th-14th September,
1990. Eighteen senior police officers
received the "Drugs Law Enforcement
Training” conducted by the British
Government, 8th-26th October 1990.

Likewise, in the process of
enhancing resources, police dogs have
been especially trained in the field and
sent to the different development



regions. Moreover, various ultra-
modern equipments and other
resources essential for the investiga-
tion and control of drug related crime
are being made available by foreign
donor agencies. The Nepal Police was
handed over wvarious equipments
related to drugs by the British, German
and Japanese Governments in the
fiscal year 2047-48,

The MNepal Police is, in this
manner, oplimally utilising equipment,
resources and training provided by
domestic and external cooperation and
making definite strides in the
investigation, action and control
regarding drugs. The prime objective

The MNepal Police have been ever
active to the extent resources allow in
the actions against drug related crime,
The drug contro] team of the Nepal
Police has provided possible help for
drug addicts to rid them of their
addiction. It has also taken strong legal
measures against those dealing in
drugs illegally. Police activities in the
control of drugs have recently been
appreciated also by the Amerncan Drug
Enforcement Administration. Deputy
Superintendent of Police Rabi Raj
Thapa of the Bagmati Zone Crime
Investigation Group was recently
granted a certificate of appreciation by
the Drug Enforcement Administration
of the United States of America for
having been active in the control of
drugs and arresting international drug
traffickers. Honourable Home Minister
Sher Bahadur Deupa presented the
certificate of appreciation to Deputy
Superintendent of Police Rabi Raj
Thapa at a ceremony organised at the
Embassy of the United States of
Amernica. The American Ambassador,
Her Excellency Mrs. Julia Chang
Bloch, diplomats of the United States
and senior officials of the Nepal Police
were present on the occasion.

After the Constitution of the
Lngdom of Nepal 2047 adopted the
sarhiamentary system of government
x the country, elections for the 205

seats of the House of Representatives
took place countrywide on the basis of
adult freanchise on Baishakh 29th,
2048.

The national government had the
onerous responsibility of conducting
the elections in a free and peaceful
manner. This was in iwself a
challenging and versatile task for the
Police who were 1o assume a role in
the forefront in fulfilling this
responsibility, In the context of the
changed political environment, the
peace keeping and systematic conduct
of the eleetions carried even more
meaning.

To capably perform this versatile
task of keeping the peace and order in

course of the general elections, a
centralised role was essential for

security arrangements. A Central
Election Cell, constituted with the
active participation of Chief of
Police Ratna Shumshere J.B. Rana,
oversaw the nationwide planning
and implementation of security with
the coordination and direction of the
Home Ministry and the Election
Commission.

A security policy on the basis of
basic security needs was prepared
by the five regional desks under the
Central Election Cell in
coordination with regional police
offices. A three phase arrangemen
was made for the security nesds
prior to the polls, during the polis
and after the polls. It was on this
grasstoots basis that the secanty
process was conducted nationwice

A properly
peaceful environment was uiterly
essential for the elections. A
strengthened security sysiem was
thus the first priority. The Cenmral

managed and



Election Cell thus implemented a tri-
circle security system in consonance
with the strengthened security needs.
In the first circle under this system
were security personnel deputed 1o the
polling booths. In the second circle
were the systematically mobilised
patrols and mobile security personnel.
Security personnel in the group
maintained for striking and reserve
purposes were in the third circle. This
apart, the Election Cell had, prior to
the elections, on the basis of
evaluation of political and criminal
possibilities in the municipalities and

village development committees
nationwide, made additional
mobilisation and directions for special
security.

On the eve of the polls, Baishakh
27th, then Prime Minister Krishna
Prasad Bhattarai had visited the
Election Commission and inspected
the ultimate preparations for the
elections. The Prime Minister was, on
the occasion, extensively briefed on
the police security arrangements for
the general elections.

A statistical glimpse into the extent
of police mobilisation for General

Elections 2048 provides the fact that
force of 30,000 policemen were
deputed for the polls. An additiona|
40,000 temporary policemen, recruited
to help strengthen the force for
election purposes, were also deployed
for the event.

Prepared by the Central Election
Cell at the direction of the Chief of
Police, the extensive security
programme and its effective
implementation made possible the
conduct of the general elections of
2048 in an anticipated environment of
peace and order.

People with criminal tendencies
taking undue advantages of the crisis
situation immediately afier the
political changes in the country sought
to ignore the law and attempted to
function anarchically, These characters
also attempted to incite the lay public
and motivate them towards
unwarranted activities. This situation
posed a major challenge to security
personnel. Despite the fact that
indiscipline increased in the initial
phases in an environment of chaos and
uncertainty, Nepal Police could
gradoally, in a very patient and
pragmatic manner, even keeping their
lives at stake in this course of duty,
prevail over those contributing 1o the
chaos and lawlessness. The police
today have been remarkably
successfull in promoting an
environment of law and order.

The elected government of the day
has given significant priority to the
maintenance of law and order in the
country. Accordingly, as per the
direction of the Home Ministry of His
Majesty's Government, a security
programme with additional resources
provided as far as possible in all
seventy-five districts of the Kingdom
was launched on Ashadh F2th, 2048.
This nationwide programme initiated
by the Police to curb indiscipline,
burglary, hooliganism, prostitution,
drug wraffic, wraffic violation and other
anti-social activities in the country has
brought a sense of confidence and
relief to the lay public. In about four
months, the police have achieved
anticipated success in meeting their
objectives with the mobilisation of
additional policemen. Rather than in
terms of numbers, the experience has
been that the police have received
considerable support and cooperation
while actively participating in positive

public welfare works. To give
continuity to the timely expansion of
police mobility, resources such as
vehicles, communications equipment
and others have been made available,
The plan is to increase these resources
in accordance with need and
capabilities.

More than other organs of
government, police conduct in
implementing laws are sincere and
effective. The police carry the
responshility of providing security to
life and country and in insuring that
the constitution is obeyed to the letter.

vigilance. On the other hand, the lay
public, political and social workers
and the intelligentsia, all should
cooperate without prejudice in the task
of helping the police fulfil their
reponsibilities. The police in the
present ~ontext thus seek the collective
cooperation from all in the task of
maintaining peace and security and in
seeking the observance of the law.

police, since the very initial stages,
were providing continuous information
