Predetermined policies and plans
formulated and executed by Nepal
Police have allowed this institution to
accomplish significant tasks for the
motherland in the past few years. [ am
positive that organizational advance-
ment, progress, and improvement of
professionalism, and positive public
image of the organization have been
the fruits of these plans.

Regarding the challenges being faced
by Nepal Police, | commented in 1993
that these were the three-fold problems:
a) Logistical and physical difficulties in

providing police service efficiently

and effectively in areas where law
and order need to be maintained.

b) Negative image of the police service
in the newly changed society, very
reactionary working style of its
departments, and ineffective
management of manpower.

c) Negative attitude of the public
towards police service.

After taking over the responsibilities
of the Inspector General of Police, |
devised definite two-year work plans and
gave primary importance to the formation
of necessary bodies that are vitally
needed to run an able police organi-
zation.

New working departments like the
Crime Investigation units were
established to control crime, conduct
investigations and implement effective
action regarding crime.

The police organization is a wildly
spread and highly complex institution.
Today, this organization has a total
work force of 37,783 persons. To
strengthen the feeling of security
among Nepalese citizens, police units
and stations have been increased at
the grass roots level. In this way, a
diverse infrastructure is being created
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to perform with best efficiency and to
encompass and extend the manage-
ment policy.

If we are to relate the collective
achievements of different faculties of
Nepal Police, it would not be an
overstatement to say that we have
accomplished the following:

1. Advancement of professionalism
has received primary priority. For this
betterment, service diversification,
specialized training programs,
formation of suitable work plans
appropriate to existing support
technology, and growth of expert
manpower are to be ameliorated.

2. For a result-oriented adminis-
tration senior administrators are
involved in more advance manage-
ment trainings. The modification of
administration and organization
thereby embraces activities that
promote human resources and is given
extreme priority. In the human resource
development sector, the assistance
and concrete contributions of the
United Kingdom has helped Nepal
Police to attain its goals more
professionally. By modifying the
internal administration, putting to work
appropriate methods, broadening the
horizons of the organization's yearly
goals, preparing a methodology for
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attainment of objectives, and timely
implementation of plans has given
further clarification as to the direction
in which Nepal Police is heading and
increase the pace of the organization’s
development. Career Planning for the
working staff and review of their
contributions and devotion to duty
has resulted in added encouragement,
extra inspiration, and a high morale.

3. In order to implement proper
crime management systems, docu-
mentation processes, record keeping
techniques, use computer facilities,
and regular crime bulletin transmission
through the central office have been
intensified. Also, considering the vital
role of information in police investi-
gations and other crime control
strategies proper emphasis is given for
information collection, evaluation and
regular dissemination. The proper
personnel are given appropriate
trainings on this field. With due
consideration to immeoral acts that may
be perpetuated while collecting data,
a supervision policy and proper
implementation of staff control
techniques are being taken.

4. In the present context of
democratic Nepal, the national
constitution has granted each citizen
the right to freely express his/her

opinions and beliefs. While exercising
these rights, sometimes uncon-
trollable and damaging activities that
undermine social law and order,
disruption of peace and security may
take place. To minimize such
possibilities of damage, a properly
trained, adequately and appropriately
equipped Riot Control unit is
established in central and eastern
region and effective measures to
establish in other regions is on the
way.

Situation suitable strategies,
proper training, and high police morale
have insured that the damage to public
life and property is minimized.

As per the present day situation in
which political rallies are regular and
protest programs such as Nepal Bandh
turn violent and lead to incidents that
destroy public and private property
through vandalism and fire, the use of
soft weapons, like rubber bullets and
dying cartridges have drastically
reduced the casualties significantly.

5. The social attitude towards the
police has also gradually been
changing for the better in the past few
years. Dedicated efforts by Nepal
Police to transform the public concept
of “police force” into “police service”
has begun to bear fruit and the
organization’s attempts towards
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fostering each individual’s under-
standing of Nepal Police can be given
credit for this change in perception.
Reaching out to public feelings and
policing for every citizen’s rights are
fundamental to us and | am confident
that this role can be more efTectively
performed if Nepal Police receives the
full cooperation of the Nepalese
people. Devoted to safeguarding
human rights as stated by the national
constitution and preserving the
dignity of all citizens, Nepal Police has
exemplified the concept of a democra-
tic law and enforcement body. Curtail-
ing and negating the negative trends
evolving from a changing society, we
have adopted “fair but firm” ethos in
police work-procedure and, as per the
consensus of the people.

Occasions have come when
through corrupt disregard of service
and disapprobation and misuse of
police position and influence, citizen's
rights and dignity have been
disturbed. A strict monitoring
mechanism must be put into action to
guarantee that such activities, under
any circumstances, are not carried out,
Police Authority Abuse Monitoring
Cells have been formed to
energetically act at the central and
regional levels as watch dogs to
prevent the possibilities of such police
misuse of authority. Those that are
found to be partaking in such
misdeeds are metted out with strong
measures 5o they are legally punished
and it helps clarify the ill or
misinformed issues as well.

As per the constitution of Nepal
people have the right to know and be
informed of events that transpire to
influence their lives and property. In
order to promote and preserve these
rights and provide where-ever
practicable whatever information as
appropriate in matters relating to
policing activities and pre-determined
plans, a press resource strategum has
been setup. Through the opportunities
inlaid therein, the citizens of this
nation may obtain and know
information. A newsroom has been
established in each regional office and
4 “face the press” guestion-answer
session has been initiated to promote
the accountability. The commu-
Rication mediums, press world, its
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theories, and other technical know-
how is provided to police staff and
clear lessons are given to members of
the staff who come in regular contact
with the press so that unbiased,
unambiguous, and honest information
may be transmitted.

Considering thoughtfully the
attitude of the public and the society
on the whole towards the police, extra
detail and attention is provided to
ensure at all times the good and
appropriate behaviour of the police
personnel so that the organization's
beliefs in service are glorified. In
situations that result in a staff
member's behaviour exceeding and
surpassing the limits of decency,
respect for the dignity, and safety of
others, and ranging to offensiveness
and leading to the harm of individual
morality and promotion of goodwill
and destruction of police image,
strong measures be taken legally to
discourage, such persons. Our belief
that Police behaviour and attitude are
to be unfailingly dedicated to service
and the honour of others rights is firm.

The lack of proper redressal to the
victims of crimes at crucial moments
tend to intensify suffering even more.
Due to certain lapses and constrains
in the criminal justic system,
sometimes policemen capitalize these
facts for personal benifits and
intensify the victim’s anguish and
atrocities that he/she has already
suffered. Taking such unpleasant but
factual incidents in mind, we have
adopted discouraging means and
methods to preserve integrity within
the organization and to control the
damage of organizational image.

6. Human Resource Development
Program, The base of an institution's
abilities and prowess are the valuable
human beings that work within its
framework. Because of this, human
resource development has been
regarded as a primary concern.
Sectoral professional skills are
promoted, cohesion of social
significance and policing methods are
encouraged, and a fine blending of
excellent morality and skills are
eternally sought after. In this process,
out of a total number of 187 Nepalese
police receiving trainings abroad
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since 1955, 19.25% of these
developed their skills and gained
wide-ranging experience within the
past lwo years,

In an earlier issue of Police Mirror,
I had stated my determination to create
schooling and professional impro-
vement opportunities for police
personnel and to promote avenues for
more domestic and global learning
opportunities. My priority is still there
attempting sincerely to increase and
diversify such possibilities. Friendly
nations India, Japan, Canada, the
United States of America, and others
have shown keen concern in the
enhancement process of the Nepal
Police human resources development.

In view of the training need and its
priority at hand training allocation and
time-length, capsule courses philo-
sophy has been intricately woven into
the apprenticeship process and all
related centres have been assimila-
lated in training calendars.

The prevalent social state, areas,
obligations, as well as relevant police
issues are rigorously studied to the
last detail and the collective opinion
through meetings and seminars are
sought to gather relevant promotional
knowledge for the organization. The
resolutions passed by such
discussion bodies have been utilized
in shaping the strategies in future.
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Open discussions have provided
Nepal Police an opportunity to interact
with the society’s intellectual and
educational figures and garnish
professional enhancement views.

7. The active support of heads of
Administration and Operation
departments, Additional Inspector
Generals of Police Achyut Krishna
Kharel and Druba Bahadur Pradhan
respectively, in forming gameplans for
the creation of the highest ability
organization and their help in
determining working policies have
encouraged me immensely in putting
to action predetermined plans and
their able, skilled, and highly
professional interactions have
provided great assistance to me in
fulfilling the tasks of an institutional
head.

8. Special Social Obligations.
Detailed attention and utmost
importance to assure the protection of
women and children’s rights as
dictated by the national constitution
of democratic Nepal is given high
priority. Crime Against Women and
Children entitled seminar was
organized to discuss and study our
future approaches and limitations.
Nepal Police as an institution, is
utterly vigilant in turning to action the
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laws enacted by the legislation on the
protection of women and children
Women Police Cell has been formeq
at the central and district levels 1o
investigate into crimes relating tg
women and juvenile issues ang
protect their vulnerability.

Joint wventures with non.
governmental organizations in the
course of awareness programmes have
proven to be extremely successful,
Such ventures have played an
influential role in community
awareness and development pro-
cesses against social problems.

Preservation and protection of
ancient national heritage is lacking in
many city and village areas of the
country. Centuries old valuable and
irreplacable stone reliefs, metal-craft,
and woodwork is being destroyed or
stolen each year. Nepal Police is also
involved in the conservation of
Nepalese culture and values of great
importance. The institution has
renovated emblems of the kingdom's
cultural honour destroved from the
ravishes of time, natural disasters, and
manmade dangers left uncared.

Also a related issue is that of
environmental conservation and
flatland ecosystems that benevolent
nature has presented to the kingdom.
With some of the most endangered
species, beautiful landscapes, and the
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high Himalayas of the planet residing
in this country, Nepal Police has been
preserving the ecosystem by tree
plantation activities within police
complexes throughout the country
and in many open areas regularly.

9. International Commitment.
Nepal Police is not only serving
citizens of Nepal, but it has also been
involved whole-heartedly in inter-
national arenas trying to preserve the
world order. Nepal Police has given
major contributions to United Nation’s
effort worldwide to maintain peace and
order. The successful UN missions in
Cambodia and Mozambigque involved
Nepal Police and continued efforts in
former Yugoslavia and Haiti have the
representation of the able and brave
personnel of this institution. In the
future, Nepal Police will be involved
in peace-keeping missions to Rwanda
and West Sahara in coming days.
United Nation's Human Rights
Centre's efforts to promote worldwide
respect for the dignity and undeniable
rights of a fellow mankind has,
accordingly, received Expert Service
from Nepal Police. UN War Crime
Tribunal, is also, for the first time in
its history, using Nepalese police
investigators and working teams.

In the global scenario, especially
in the human rights sector of UN
sponsored activities, Nepal Police is
regularly a portion of the peace
maintaining structure and this signifies
the pure and positive image that this
Himalayan kingdom has worldwide. In
the ongoing improvement process
throughout the world, there have been
repercussions and difficulties due to the
spread of crime and these are posing a
threat to the well-being of all nations.
These are the reasons why
international police connection,
network, and understanding are being
given extra focus as per the
requirements of the age. Meetings,
seminars, and connecting oppor-
tunities at international venues are
given appropriate attention and
fepresentation by Nepal Police, and
the plan of action that patronizes
relationship cohesion is promoted.

10. Police Welfare, For the multi-
Pronged benefits of the police
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organization staff, welfare programs
have been operated and these will be,
in the recent future, diversified and
intensified. Welfare Fund is being
operated at this time for the police and
their families’ health care, educational
support, residencies, transportation
facilities, and disaster relief and
positive changes in these fields have
been many. The welfare program has
been created for the sake of a
motivated workforce that concentrates
on its duties and promotes the safety
of each citizen. Its commitment is to
support staff income and conduct re-
establishment schemes that will lead
to the confidence of a secure future
and family care of police personnel and
further promote high morale, integrity,
and honesty among them. To attain
these ends, permanent sources of
income are required and shopping
complexes and petrol pumps have
been constructed in the different
regions of the kingdom as income
generating avenues.

11. 1 am very satisfied by the self-
dependence of Nepal Police in the
building physical infrastructure for its
personnel. Required infrastructure and
physical necessities are provided by
the police budget along with vital
logistics support while the personnel
themselves attend to the construction
work and in the past two years alone,
they completed 88 buildings, are
constructing 27, and during this
fiscal year, budget has been
approportionated for 48 buildings.
Under the welfare scheme, four
residencial buildings are already
completed and three are nearing
completion. In the planning,
construction, and finishing of police
residencies, the institution has proven
beyond doubt its self-dependence. In
the days to come, the Welfare Fund
plans to set aside funds for the
purchase of land and develop
residential complexes for Police
personnel. In district and local levels
constructions, in cooperation with the
local communities, have been very
encouraging.

12. Special Activities
Police Memorial stands as an
offering to the courageous perso-
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nalities and selfless martyrs of the
organization who have forfeited thejr
very lives in acts of utmost sacrifice
while responding to the call of duty,
They have deflied death itself and thejr
proper greatness has been identified
by the monolith that was inaugurated
by His Majesty the King himself. The
solemn task of memorial upkeep and
the care of the noble souls” spouses
and children have become the bilateral
responsibilities of the Police Memo-
rial Trust.

Police Day. | feel fortunate to be able
to announce that a day of celebrations
and festivities has been reserved to
highlight police intentions, social
obligations, and to create competitions
and enjoyment for the different
departments of the taskforce. An
arrangement has been made from this
year onwards for the last day of Asoj,
amonth in the Bikram Sambat calendar,
to be celebrated in grandeur and to
birth yet more meaningful police
agenda.

13. Future Goals. The short-term
strategums and plans of the past have
led to successful achievements,
encouraged independent ironing out
of problem situations, and have
brought the long-term creation of a
globally excellent police institution
within our grasp. Nepal Police is
forever searching for devices and

intellect through which to add newer
dimensions to the organization’s
national contribution and to formulate
a leading and professional police
service oriented towards excellence in
all matters so as to provide the society
a fool-proof protection-and-law-
enforcement body.

Professional competency in indi-
vidual departments will be sought
after and methods have been deter-
mined to give permanence 1o the
lustrous image of police as a friend of
the public and as a high quality
service-giving institution. In the years
1o come, national training sectors will
be brought up to higher standards and
schooling practicality will be
Buaranteed in trainings and appren-
ticeships. On the international scale,
training opportunities will be sought
after and fundamental skill deve-
lopment departments will be modified:
for example, Nepal Police Academy
will be given priority as a trainer and
as a physical support enhancement
unit, its decisions and classes will be
Biven more authority and credit. The
academy's organizational front will be
reviewed for advancement possi-
bilities. Specialization of crime
investigation core groups will require
€onstantly vigilant manpower up-
8rades and regular and unbroken
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information and technology updates
will allow Nepal Police to make
maximum utilization of their crime
detecting skills. Proper channels are
being explored for the establishment
of a Crime Investigation School.

To keep a sharp and unroving eye
on social ills and the negative sections
of the humanity, future plans will
involve an added social focus.
Interaction prospectus such as
seminars will be devised so police
personnel can directly contact
important policy- and decision-makers
of the country and widen perspectives.
Pro-active policing will be fostered to
encourage flexibility and malleability
in each service. Community-oriented
schedules at the grassroots level will
provide all units confidence and
motivation.

In the transition towards social
profulence and progress, further
demands and needs have been
identified to assure relativity of the
police institution in today's context
and Takaraju Friendship Society's
generous contribution of fire engines
to Nepal Police have been used to
create a fire brigade that is on a 24-
hour alert to control damage 1o the
property and life of the capital’s
inhabitants. In the near future, five
ambulances will be operated in all

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development regions of the country
to expediate medical treatment of
needy citizens. Keeping in mind the
nature and learnings of police service,
the institution is determined to give
permanence to welfare plans, identify
new opportunities, and, ultimately,
give rise to mass welfare.

Those who have retired from active
service may also, through the Retired
Police Association, utilize their skills
and experiences in various community
upliftment projects. I am convinced
and committed that clear under-
standing and cooperation between
present and retired police members
should be stressed upon and this
interaction will lead to the betterment
of the service in the coming days and
such links will lend a faster speed law
and order maintenance.

The huge Nepal Police organi-
zation is establishing itself each year
as a responsible body that caters to
the people’s needs and everybody's
positive assistance and view-points
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will help us attain the long-term goal
of becoming an excellent police
service by world standards.

The organization is definitely
progressive and since the community
change has resulted in evolvement of
magnitudes, forms, procedures, and
needs, transformation opportunities are
studied and evolution of the force is
geared upon society-instilled require-

Furthermore, I and my
taskforce will work towards the
formation of a golden future, and I will
with dedication, set up this Blue-Print
For Progress for Nepal Police and the
motherland.
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Police Communication

Nepal Police, as a highly resource-
ful and liable organization, has always
focused on accountability to the rights
and privileges of the Nepalese people
and works to secure peace and order for
the thousands of citizens who are spread
out in the cities and villages of this
Himalayan kingdom. However, in the
early period of the organization’s history,
communication systems were not ad-
equate and the transmission of news
was slow and unreliable. In the at-
tempts of procuring national security
and crime prevention, Nepal Police
discerned the need for a separate com-
munication network and in 1958 a team
of one inspector, one assistant sub-
inspector, and one constable was de-
puted for the first time to improve com-
munication proficiency. The following
vear, in 1959, 20 police personnel were
sent to Delhi to attend a training on
radio broadcasting. They returned to
Nepal in 1961. In 1962 a Chinese tel-
egram setl that operated through a
hand- generator was provided to Ne-

pal Police and in 1965 the set func-
tioned as an effective medium of com-
munication between the centres and
the newly established police stations
in Lungthung (Taplejung District),
Namche (Solukhumbu District),
Jomsom (Mustang District), and
Simikot (Humla District).

During 1964 one deputy superin-
tendent of police, one inspector, 39 sub-
inspectors, 58 assistant sub-inspec-
tors, 18 head constables, and 23 con-
stables were deputed to the Police
Headquarter, 13 zonal police offices,
and 19 checkposts in the Kingdom,

No development scheme is possi-
ble without the application of a proper
communication system and in this re-
spect, every Inspector General of Po-
lice has contributed tremendously to
effectuate linkage improvement. In
1974, a Police Amelioration Program
was implemented and since then Ne-
pal Police's communication system has
expanded to the district level. By the
end of 1975, 65 police units were es-
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tablished in Nepal Police's communi-
cation network. A fter that, V.H.F. was
operated for local communication pur-
poses and later, transistor S.M.B, sets
were used for long distance communi-
cation.

Due to a deficit in the supply of
resourceful energy sources, Nepal Po-
lice's communication network was suf-
fering from a major setback. In 1979 it
was discovered that solar energy was
areliable source of alternative energy
and today the energy of the sun, com-
plemented by storage batteries, is
used as a major power provider at tel-
egram stations all over the country.
When Mr. Motilal Bohara assumed the
position of Inspector General of Po-
lice, he set to the task of advancing
Nepal Police communication network
by creating a four-year plan that would
avail communication appliances to
police units that lacked such devices.
Under this plan, 245 units are within
H.F. networking and 105 units are
within V.H.F. networking. In

Kathmandu Valley, UH.F. sets
were used for local communica-
tion and V.H.F. sets were propa-
gated in 65 districts. As a resull
of the plan, repeaters have been
established in areas with high al-
titudes. With the aid of such re-
peaters, the centre can directly
communicate with all regions,
zones, and districts through
VHF

The introduction of such a
smooth operating communica-
tion system has made transmis-
sion of news in rural areas easier,
especially for trekkers and moun-
taineers who frequently go to re-
mote places and may need to be
rescued by police personnel in
case of accidents. Today, Nepal
Police communication network is
highly adapted to provide quick,
efficient, and apt services. The
organization also operates as an
active member of Interpol and
has been communicating with
other members of Interpol
through the teleprinter, fax, and
telex. It is also using the UA ter-
minal as approved by Interpol.

In the beginning, the police
communication system began
with a three-member team, at
present the network employs
1,683 personnel from superin-
tendents to constables. The or-
ganization is thinking of further
modernizing its communication
network and as the organization
grows, prospers, and expands,
simultaneously, it will have to
reinvigorate and improve its com-
munication sources.

According to changing times and
the requisitions of the society, differ-
ent types of training programs have
been conducted at these centres.
Gazetted and non-gazetted police
personnel receive basic, intermediate,
and advanced level trainings at the
National Training Academy. At the
Armed Police Training Centre, empha-
sis is laid on developing the skills and
prowess of police staff associated with
arms, Basic training is provided to
constables at the Regional Police
Training Centres and head constables
and police officers are accorded ad-
vanced training.

in the country, crime control is given
high priority and for this reason, well-
trained police dogs have become in-
dispensable in the battle against crime.
When necessity arises, National
Police Training Academy also organ-
izes training for members who are in-
volved with government and non-gov-
ernment institutions. On the other
hand, police officers are being trained
by national bodies such as Nepal Ad-
ministration Staff College, Civil Avia-
tion Training Centre, and National
Revenue Administration Training
Centre.
As the protector, defender, and lawful
advocate of the people, Nepal Police
organizes seminars, workshops, and
exchange programs to police officers
with the purpose of alleviating prob-
lems on peacekeeping and violation of
human rights. Service to the needy
people in problematic situations al-
lows the officers to become aware of
the requirements at the grass roots
level.

To improve skill management on crime control, crime investigation, and for
the smooth functioning of traffic and human management bodies police person-
nel are sent abroad to attend workshops and seminars that deal with such deli-
cate matters.

With the intent of introducing new technologies and methods in crime con-
trol, foreign experts have been invited to Nepal to share their expertise with the
local bodies. Dr. Stefen James Males, who has an experience of 23 years as a
police officer and five years as operation incharge in U.K., is now at the National
Police Training Academy as a consultant. After all, it is the organization's peren-
nial goal to give high quality training and guidance to all its members and staff.

Concerns for the police staff and their family

Be it the many challenges faced by
the nation today, the mishaps that take
place in the remotest corner of the
country, or natural disasters suffered
by the Nepalese people, no matter
what crisis it is, every member of Nepal
Police is forever ready to risk his/her
life to help or save unfortunate victims.
Keeping in mind the institutional
responsibility, Nepal Police has
indefatigably strived to keep the
country’s peaceful atmosphere intact
and has assisted those who have been
afflicted by misfortunes. Due to their
dedicated service, the police officer’s
role in the community has become even
more important than before. Their
sense of duty and loyalty towards the
public have been extolled by
respectable individuals.

It was 1983 that saw the

establishment of the Police Welfare
Trust. Its main purpose is to secure
the future of children whose parent’s
lives are often endangered as he/she
performs the duties of a police
personnel.

If any member of the police

organization loses his\her life or gets
injured and becomes an invalid during
rescue work at a natural disaster site
or while fulfilling his/her duty, then the
Police Welfare Trust will provide the
deceased police personnel’s bereaved
family or the handicapped police
personnel with welfare support. Along
with these activities, different
beneficient programs have been
implemented as well to enhance the
morale of the police.

To make this welfare program more
effective and to give it a permanent
status, the security of its finances is a
salient factor that needs to be looked
into by Nepal Police. The operation of
two Welfare Trust petrol pumps and a
petrol tanker in Kathmandu and
Pathlaiya have exceedingly helped
stabilize the finances of the trust. In
addition, shopping complexes in
Brikuti Mandap, Kathmandu, and
Butwal have been constructed and
rented out to meet operational costs.
For long term investment and financial
feasibility, the Welfare Trust's goal is
to construct shopping complexes in

Bharatpur, Nepalgunj. . d Vehaliy
(Rupendehi) and to establish a new
petrol pump in Sanga.

The main income of the trust is the
accumulated interest of savings in the
fixed account at Himalayan Security
and Finance Pvt. Ltd. as well as the
money earned from various cultura
programs, expositions, like Beating the
Retreat, book publications, tent and
tarpaulins rental, and allowances
received from constables and police
officers attending peacekeeping
missions as police observers at the call
of United Nations.

A scholarship program has been
installed for police officers’ children
at Dipendra Police Boarding School in
all the five development regions. Here,
basic education expenses are nominal
and students can learn and study in 2
healthy, progressive environment.
Among the scholarship recipients are
children of deceased police personnel.
financially needy, and diligent
students. Needy police staff are
provided with adult education classes
and are also given other educational

facilities. This year, 1042 educational
system was introduced at Dipendra
Police Boarding High School, Sanga,
and at other regional schools 10th
standard classes will soon be
operated.

Medical services provided in past
vears by Birendra Police Hospital to
police staff, their families, and retired
police staff has improved confidence
among personnel. In the future, on the
basis of priority, a police hospital will
be established at the regional level and
Birendra Police Hospital at
Maharajgunj will act as the central
hospital.

Staff who cannot be treated in
Nepal will be provided financial
support from Police Welfare Trust and
His Majesty’s Government for medical
treatment abroad. Besides this, an
amount of Rs. 93,888,889 has been
allocated for the establishment of a
Revolving Fund at Birendra Police
Hospital for dependent families of in-
service police staff and for the
treatment of retired police personnel.

By constructing buildings for
eleven senior police officers, six junior
police officers, and six head
constables, and constables, the
Welfare Trust has been able to provide
much needed residential facilities for
police personnel. Gazetted police
officers may avail themselves of the
facility of purchasing vehicles on an
installment basis and land acquisition
plans for home construction is already
underway. The goodwill and
benevolence bestowed upon Nepal
Police by retired and present police
staff is laudable and their contribution
will efficaciously help fulfil Police
Welfare Trust's goals. As police staff
and their families benefit from the
welfare project, their aspirations to
become model police officers and
belief in the institution will grow
stronger.

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dmplementing Traific Rules

Traffic Police unit is an insepara-
ble body of Nepal Police. Today, 908
competent and accountable police
personnel are working under the roof
of this department. On one hand, traf-
fic pressure has increased with the
augmentation in urbanization, and on
the other hand, road modification and
facilitation programs have not been re-
inforced to meet the needs of the gen-
eral public. Within the Valley alone
75,000 vehicles run along an approxi-
mate length of 850 kilometres, there-
fore, the obligations of Traffic Police
have, not surprisingly, become more
complex and varied since there is not
enough of road linkage to meet the
requisitions of the increasing number
of vehicles running in the country.
Traffic police, in all challenging cir-
cumstances, has to remain extremely
aware of the safety needs of the citi-
zen. To cunail increasing number of
road accidents and crimes like viola-
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tion of traffic regulations, Traffic Po-
lice has always tried to meet the
neccessary demands of the public and
it also organizes an annual program
called Traffic Week to educate the gen-
eral public on traffic laws and ordi-
nances and hopes to introduce similar
curriculums in the near future. In the
past, Nepal lacked an adequate park-
ing system. Therefore, Traffic Police
recently enforced a payable parking
scheme. The new scheme has made life
easier and comfortable for everyone
because parking problems have less-
ened to some extent and money col-
lected through the pay system will be
used for the maintenance and con-
struction of additional parking areas
in the forthcoming vears.

Inspite of the effectual measures
channelled by Traffic Police, there still
remain impediments that have to be
removed. To apprise and succor the
public on such matters, this institu-

Today the department is beset by
many problems, therefore, to produce
better trained and highly dependable
staff, workshops on traffic management
are being organized regularly and ef-
forts to develop the department is given
importance.

These workshops have brought
about considerable changes in the
performance of traffic personnel for
they are better qualified and familiar
with traffic regulations and are more
receptive to the needs of the people.
Besides, officers have also been sent
abroad to attend programs and semi-
nars on traffic surveillance for it is
the aspiring goal of the Traffic Po-
lice to defy all familiar problems by
being well- equipped, well-informed,
and well-prepared for any change in
the country.
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Cleaning the Air

Effective measures carried out

Like many burgeoning cities in the
world, Kathmandu, the capital of Ne-
pal, is also confronted by numerous
social, political, economical, and en-
vironmental problems. National and in-
ternational media periodically publish
data on the environmental pollution
of Kathmandu and it is clear that the
major sources responsible for such
environmental degradation need to be
identified, assessed, and the problems
resolved. Studies clearly show that the
root of the problem may be accounted
to the air pollution for which road ve-
hicles are mainly responsible, the rea-
son being, the old engines that dis-
charge large amounts of carbon mono-
oxide and other pollutants. Generally,
gas produced by vehicles using pet-
rol cause more harm to the environ-
ment than vehicles that use diesel.
Traffic Police Department, on its part,
has brought out many resolutions to
mitigate the numerous problems of air
pollution and it introduced a special
test to inspect the smoke emitted by
vehicles with the aid of a special sci-
entific device. If the polluting elements
discharged exceeds the standard rate,
the vehicle is not authorized to run on
the streets. Only after repairing and
restoring the engine are vehicles per-
mitted to run on the streets again. Ve-
hicles that pass the test are assigned
a Vehicle Check Pass.

The traffic department has realised
that without public interest and aid it
is nearly impossible to anticipate posi-
tive changes in the environment, and
to harness its goals constructively and
successfully, the department hopes
that vehicle owners will become more
sensitive to the issues of environmen-
tal problems and have their vehicles
regularly examined and overhauled
before putting them on the streets.

Today, Nepal Police faces an enor-

mous task of keeping Kathmandu city
clean and its members have assisted
Kathmandu Municipality by training
its associates. Consciousness of en-
vironmental problems and other local
problems is being raised through this
program. An institution that hopes to
embrace public and governmental sup-
port, Nepal Police largely believes in
the health slogan Clean, Green, and
Healthy Kathmandu and has regularly
assisted the city municipality in man-
aging and implementing garbage
which has often been the cause of
major problems.

Besides maintaining good relations
between police and press it is seen as
essential to provide police officers
with the skills and aptitude to activate
the process of news-flow.

In accordance to the changing
times and people’s demands, the
foresight shown by Nepal Police in the
establishment of various police news-
rooms in central and regional areas
with the objective of broadcasting
work related information has begun to
show effect in Biratnagar, Pokhara,
Kathmandu, Nepalgunj, and Dipayal.

In addition, district and zonal
police units also function as news

transmitters when it is sary to
disperse news. Police nec further
disseminated through the /1 .iribution
and publication of daily ~ulletins,

press meeting minutes, and
conferences, press releases, as well as
newspaper reporting.

Besides, police news is also
circulated through Rastriya Samachar
Samiti (National News Agency), Radio
Nepal, daily newspapers, and
international publications. This kind
of management protects the right of
every citizen to know of issues
relating to national security.
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Creating Awareness

In the remote hilly regions of this
Himalayan kingdom, young girls are
time and again lured into the flesh
trade with false promises of riches
and. extravagant lifestyle. They are
taken across Indian borders to be sold
in the red-light districts of cilies
where the lucrative flesh trade is
practised at many brothels. Human
trafficking crimes have become
sensitive issues today and social
outcry is strong for the emancipation
and repatriation of thousands of
innocent Nepali girls forced into the
flesh trade. Traffickers take advantage
of the ignorance and impoverishment
of village inhabitants who heavily
populate the hilly regions and eke out
a living from difficult terrace
farming.

In order to put a stop to this
heinous crime, tiredless efforts have
been made by different community
sectors but the flesh trade has not
ended. According to available
statistics, about 200,000 Nepalese
women are working as prostitutes in
India. The main reasons why this
situation never changes is because of
the acute poverty in the villages:
some parents are known to willingly
sell their daughters to traffickers who
hope to make a fortune out of the
abominable trade. Some girls

willingly enter the business to escape
from the harsh conditions of village
life. Another reason for the steady
increase in this crime is the
protection given to the traffickers
by the villagers themselves. The
identification of these adverse
conditions have helped formulate
problem-solving tactics.

Nepal Police, with the objective
of raising consciousness among the
Nepalese people and in order to
redress the plight of victimized young
girls, conducts public awareness
programs in destitute and poverty-
stricken  districts. Reporters,
students, lawyers, social workers, and
health assistants have also been active
participants in these programs.
Especially, the roles played by non-
government organizations such as
Maiti Nepal and Padma Kanya
Campus may prove instrumental in
solving this grave problem. Such
education programs have already been
implemented in Sindhu Palchowk,
Nuwakot, Dhading, Makwanpur,
and Nawalparasi Districts and
public awareness created on a
massive scale may, to some extent,
alleviate women trafficking.

Nepal Police’s ambition is to see
that this kind of awareness program
takes effect also in the future.

Today's society is progress-
oriented and is evolving and
diversifying its values and beliefs.
Along with this metamorphosis and
developmental phases, the problems
and hardships of our society are also
increasing side by side. The
development of our community
structure and individual miscon-
ceptions give rise to evil or
destructiveness. So in order to
encourage the society in the right
direction and to fight against many
problems, police service today sets
an ideal example as a social
service unit which faces and tries to
ease the afflictions of oppressed
people. Nepal Police is involved
directly as a concerned benefactor
in the liberation of the innocent and
it is the protector of citizens so that
the society will be free of corrup-
tion and wrongdoings. If the crime
rate decreases, harrassed people are
helped and, adjacently, investi-
gations lead to the discovery of
culprits who are punished according

of natural disasters and calamities,
the police are on vigilant duty 24

1993, disastrous flooding occurred in
MNawalparasi where two children were
swept away by the river. Constable
Narendra Shrestha, without a
second's thought for his own safety,
plunged into the torrents of the raging
river and saved the two children but lost
his own life while trying to escape the
water's swift currents. In Mahottari
Constable Jamma Bahadur Subedi
also met his death while rescuing flood
victims. Sacrificial deeds like these
have occurred not only once but many
times in the history of Nepal Police.
Police personnel give more time to the
public than to their families and
friends. They look beyond self-
interests and give priority to the
nation’s welfare. As social workers
achieve contentment by performing
volunteer work, police feel immense
satisfaction in performing their duties.

Executing police duties for the
country is, day by day, becoming a
career that is as prestigious and
commendable. Nepal Police has not
only gained recognition at the national
level but it has also earned the respect
and praise of other police forces at the
international level.

It has sent Civilian Police Officers

to the UN peacekeeping forces in
Yugoslavia, Cambodia, Haiti, Mo-
zambique, and the Nether-lands.
Today, even though we have to face
many challenges as police officers, a
large number of young men and
women still want to join the police
force. This year 1,457 applicants
competed for 52 slots announced for
inspectors.

Along with the worldwide statement of | human rights
and international attention on human rights violalion, comes the
challenge of fighting for the freedom of the oppressed. In this
context, democratic Nepal's constitution also safeguards the
inalienable rights of every citizen of the kingdom. Around the
world, in almost every country, the police are believed by the
public to be mainly responsible for the violation of human rights
and in order to unravel the truth, Nepal Police, through its
democratic values and beliefs, steadfastly continues to protect
the individual's right to peace and security.

Protecting the citizens and preserving their personal rights
is this organization’s responsibility. In order to administer the
instructions of national law and policies and to ease the work of
police so as to protect each person's right to freedom, Nepal
Police officers are trained during workshops that study human
rights issues.

Though the country’s security system has always remained efficient
and organized as before, there is still a great need for the Valley's present
security system to be modified and adapted to the increasing pressure
from population growth, modernization, and commercial development
in the Valley. Security specialists believe that the selection of
appropriate locations for the establishment of concerned security units
should be supported by firm bases. Meticulous study of social miscreants
who harass the public and other problems like theft and hooliganism
that occur in the Ratna Park area of Kathmandu signify the utmost
necessity for a solid police protection unit to be established soon.
Earlier, it was felt with great concern that the plans for the foundation
of effective police security units were urgently needed. The construction
of a Regional Police Building has been the first stepping stone in the
path towards reinforcing peace and security in the country. Security
experts have analysed, from various observations, that the selection of
the Ratna Park location is most suitable for the implementation of
police protection services in the Kathmandu Valley.

Along with the important role of performing public activities such
as conducting effective police services and controlling increasing crimes
around Ratna Park area, Nepal Police has made it clear that it will also
help in eliminating the problems of pollution and preserve the area
around Rani Pokhari, one of Nepal's historical sites. The police building
will be fully equipped with modern technologies and is being constructed
with a total investment of Rs. 2,03,57,504. The building will cover 32%
of the total land owned by Nepal Police in the area, and will follow the
standard ascertained for environmental conservation. 68% of the land
will be developed into an environmental area. The remaining land can be
used for the construction of a technical police building so that it will
have the beautiful background of Rani Pokhari.

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A Study oI Crime

A look into the past will reveal
that the nature and characteristics of
criminal activities have changed as
the society changes. Today criminol-
ogy has been studied with much
speculation and interest because of
its complex and varied nature. In bur-
geoning cities where services like
transportation and communication
are easily available to the general
public, eriminals travel easily from
one part of the globe to another. In
this way, Nepal is also beset with
major crimes that have hindered the
growth of the nation and its all round
development. However, studies are
being conducted to analyse crime and
its various implications and in the
process, new policies are being intro-
duced to alleviate the rate of crimi-
nal activities. Nepal Police is also
embracing other essential elements
like modern technologies and is
equipping itself with better knowl-
edge of legal proceedings. In this is-
sue, we have tried to present various
studies concerning crime and crimi-
nal acts in the kingdom.

Crime according to region

A comparative study of the crime
situation in the five development
regions reveals that during the fiscal
years 1993/94 and 1994/95 the
number of crimes committed in
Nepal were concentrated in places of
dense populations and urbanization
where increasing migration and
rapid industrialization were being
effected and good transport and
communication facilities were
available. Besides, there has also been
an increase in criminal activities at
the border areas near India and China.
According to a study conducted
during the fiscal year 1993/94 a
maximum number of crimes (3630/
36635) were committed at the Central
Development Region. During 1993/
94 a minimum number of crimes
(507/447) were recorded in Far-
Western Development Region. Du-
ring the fiscal year 1993/94 crimes
committed in the Eastern, Western,
and Mid-Western regions were
reported to be 2117/2244, 1643/
1832, and 942/923 respectively.

A study of criminal acts

according to each region

Eastern Region: There has been
an increase in criminal activities in
the districts of Jhapa, Morang,
Sunsari, Saptari, and Siraha since
criminals having committed their
crimes can abscond to neighbouring
India through the open border. As a
result, crimes like robbery, murder,
rape, and drug trafficking are found
prevalent in these areas. However
there is no escape to organized
criminals in the hilly districts but
murder, rape, theft, polygamy,
prostitution, and other communal
crimes have been recorded.
Alcoholism, ignorance, poverty, and
internal incompetence have been
mainly responsible for these crimes.
Since Mijoram (India), the centre of
drug production is nearby, drugs are
smuggled inside Nepal to serve
different purposes. Many Bhutanese
refugees have been found to be
involved in this crime. During the
fiscal year 1994/95, 2,244 crimes
were recorded in the region.

Central Region: Criminal
activities in the central region have
aggravated. Kathmandu, the capital
of Nepal, is situated here and like
all burgeoning cities in the world, it
has been adversely affected by
increasing criminal activities like
murder, rape, thefts, and traffic
mishaps. Academic institutions,
governmental and non-governmental
bodies, banks, business houses,
hospitals, and clinics are general
establishments of the capital city.
Therefore, it is not surprising that
organized crimes like forgery,
premediated murder, and theft have
increased. The city is also a
conglomeration of different ethnic
groups and classes which sometimes
has resulted in communal disputes.
Besides, tourists have also been
found to influence the environment
with their social affectations.
Another reason for the increment in
criminal activities in Kathmandu is
due to the lack of a proper city
development plan. In the terai
settlements of this region, conflicts
occur from time to time between
ethnic groups. However, since last
year, the rate of criminal activities
like murder, suicide, drug traffick-
ing, and common thefts have
decreased considerably. Road
accidents have increased because of
crowded and narrow streets of the
Valley. A total number of 3,665
crimes were recorded during the
fiscal year 1994/95 the highest in
the five development regions.

Western Region: Since British
Gorkha cut down its enrolment
number of young recruits, there has
been an increase in unemployment
among the youths from the hills.
Besides, many trained and skilled
soldiers have been sent back from
their regiments. This has led to
unemployment in the country and to
the increment of crimes like drug
peddling and girl wrafficking. On the
other hand, Nepalese youths are
being negatively influenced by
Indian youths and are committing
various crimes in Nepal. Since the
1950s, many tourists have visited

the country and MNepalese youths
have imbibed positive as well as

asdt afo
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negative aspects ol their cultures,
come bhecome associated with
tourists involved in drug trafficking.
Similarly, the terai settlements
adjoined with India show an increase
in crimes like smuggling, theft, and
murder, The fiscal year 1994/95
records a total number of 1,832
crimes in this region.

Mid Western Region: Although
Tibet on the nothern side of this
region, is not easily accessible,
access to the border areas in the
south is facilitated by good trans-
portation services. Therefore
professional criminals from India
enter through the borders, commit
crimes, and leave without leaving a
trace. They are involved in crimes
like smuggling and common thefts.
Increasing population,urbaniza-
tion,poverty,unemployment,
pornographic publications, and use
of drugs are largely responsible for
the increase of criminal activities in
this area. In the past, clashes
between political party workers
resulted in murder and other crimes.
Untouchability, ignorance, illite-
racy, poverty, and widespread
superstitions have resulted in crimes
like murder, ethnic violence, poly-
gamy, and rape. These crimes usually
occur in hilly settlements. During
the fiscal year 1994/95, the total
number of crimes committed in this
region was 923.

Far Western Region: The crime
situation in the hilly and mid-hill
districts is comparatively lower than
of other districts. Most of the
criminal activities take place in
Kailali and Kanchanpur Districts.
The rate of heinous crimes is low but
crimes like theft and smuggling,
accidents and suicides are in-
creasing every day. The major
problem of this region is caused by
criminals from India who commit
thefts and leave the country without
a trace. There has also been an
increase in smuggling of wood and
other luxury items. There were cases
of drug traffickers being taken into
custody and presented in the court.
A total number of 447 crimes were
committed in the region during the
fiscal year 1994/95.

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general public and continues
to receive the support of
various social organizations,
Nepal Police Memorial Trust
was also established and it
provides scholarships to the
children of police martyrs.
The forum receives financial
contributions from wvarious
social organizations and
individuals,
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January 23: Additional In-
spector General of Police
Druba Bahadur Pradhan in-
spected different police
quarters in the eastern region
and also supervised police
perfor-mances.
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January 27: Additional
Inspector General of Police
Achyut K. Kharel visited
Gorkha, Lamjung, and Tanahu
Districts of Gandaki Zone
with to inform police
personnel of the department’s
plans and directions as well as
to inspect and supervise the
works of the police perso-

nnel.
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February 3: An inspection of police
stations in the Central and Western
Regions was conducted. The inspection
team was headed by Inspector General
of Police, Motilal Bohara. Instructions
on police responsibilities and duties
were given to local police personnel.
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February 13: National Police
Academy celebrated its annual
anniversary. Different sports events
were organized and a blood donation
camp was held.
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February -20: Three separate living
quarters were completed at
Maharajgunj for junior officers, head
constables, and constables.
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February 23: The first General Assembly of
Mepal Police Memorial Trust was held.
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March 12: The last rites of former Inspector
General of Police Purna Singh (Khawas) were
performed at Pashupati Aryaghat. Police
honors were presented to the late IGP.
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March 25: Additional Inspector General of
Police Dhruba Bahadur Pradhan visited
Britain to attend a study on Police
Management.
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March 25: Three police stations were
established in Damak, Jhapa District.
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April 1: A public awareness program was
held in Makwanpur, Dhading, Chitwan, and
Nawalparasi Districts to control flesh trade.
Lawyers, teachers, and health representatives
took part in the program. Social service
organizations were also represented.
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April 5: 343 police sportsmen from all over
the kingdom participated in the 10th Central
Police Sports Competition. A fine compe-
tition of 21 sports was organized.
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April 10: The 11th anniversary of
Birendra Police Hospital was
celebrated. Rs, 28,885,889 was donated
to the revolving fund under the Police
Welfare Program.
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April 11: Police Constable Ram Dayal
Das of Mulabari police station was
killed by a dacoit robber while
performing his duties.
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April 13: 250 police personnel were
given awards for their long service to
the nation. 1,523 were presented the
Police Service Medal and 853 received
the Remote Area Service Medal.
Inspector General of Police presented
cash prizes and certificates to the best
writers who published their works in
police magazines.
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April 14: Traffic Police Department
Introduced pay parking systems in the
main areas of Kathmandu City with the
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support of Kathmandu Munici-
pality and Auto Parking Pwt. Ltd.
The system was inaugurated in a
ceremony by Inspector General of
Police Motilal Bohara.
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April 22: Five police officers
engaged in the UN peacekeeping
force in Yugoslavia met with an
automobile accident at Navimosta.
This accident caused the death of
Deputy Superintendent of Police
Bir Sunder K.C. Remaining four
officers suffered severe injuries.
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April 30: Acting Home Secretary
Rewati Raman Pokharel inspected
the Police Head Office, Police
Hospital, and the Armed Police
Team No. 2 in Kathmandu.
Organizational activities and
achievements were outlined to him.
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May 4 A workshop was organized to
oulline the objectives of the Palice
Training Organization and its training
procedures. The workshop also put
forward the prospectus for the overall
development of human resource

programs.
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May 11 A three-day workshop was held
on Crime Against Women and Children.
The workshop was attended by lawyers,
health representatives, human rights
activists, and social workers. Sugges-
tions were made on investigation proc-
esses. Police School Liaison Program
was also started to establish good rela-
tions with students.
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May 15 Kathmandu Municipality Ward
No. 7 at Chabahil Chowk introduced a
Community Police Service Program.
Activities like restoration of peace,
crime, and pollution control, traffic
management, and preservation of
cultural sites have been enhanced.
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June 4 An auditorium was built on Po-
lice Headquarters grounds at Naxal.
National and intenational papers and
publications are available at the audi-
torium for police personnel who wish
to read them.
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June 5 125 sportsmen were awarded
for their brilliant display of sport
activities and for glorifying Nepal
Police and the nation. Among them, 15
were promoted, 29 were given
additional grades, and 81 received cash
prizes.
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June 9: With an objective of control-
ling petty crimes like pick-pocketing,
a new police program was launched to
identify criminals and to keep a record
of their activities. Public awareness is
also being initiated.
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“June 9: For the first time, women be-

came the Heads of District Police.
Deputy Superintendent of Police
Parvati Thapa and Kabita Niraula were
appointed as Heads of District Police
in Dhading and Dolakha Districts re-
spectively.
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June 18: To familiarize police acti-
vities among the public through mass
Communication, to emphasize the
importance of news releases, and to
develop police communication skills,
an Education Program was organized.

Thereafier, on passing the exami-
nation successful candidates are issued
with a driving licence.
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July 23: Central Police Museum and a
library building were inaugurated at the
Police H:adquurtm by the Inspector
General of Police.
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July 28: Second All Nepal Police Judo,
Karate, and Boxing and the third

Shooting Competitions were organized.
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August 2: At the request of the UN,
Senior Superintendent of Police
Rajendra Bahadur Singh, Deputy Super-
intendent of Police Rita Pradhan left
for the Hague, capital of Netherlands,
to investigate at the Prosecutor's Of-
fice of the United Nations.
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August 13. Police Constable Jamma
Bahadur Subedi of Katikataiya Police
Station died while rescuing flood
victims in Mahottari,
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August 29. A man was arrested with
310 kgs of hashish in Krishnanagar.
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September 28. The newly appointed
Home Minister Hon. Khum Bahadur
Khadka inspected Police Headquarters
and acquired information about the
organization. He also briefed and
directed the police officers during his
visit.
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October 2, Additional Inspector
General of Police Achut Krishna
Kharel, Deputy Inspector General of
Police Pradeep Singh Rana, and Deputy
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superintendent of Police Upendra
Aryal left for Beijing, the capital of
China to represent Nepal Police at the
64th Interpol General Assembly.
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October 16. Members of Nepal Police
and Japanese Alpine Club sucessfully
climbed Gimigela Himal, 7,350

meters, in Taplejung district.
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October 17 : Nepal Police embraced
traditional values by observing Police
Day to mark the ceremonial birth of
Nepal Police on the day of promulga-
tion of Nepal Police Act.
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During the fiscal year 2051/2052, 54
new inspectors and 440 junior police
officers were appointed. Thirteen
senior and 16 junior police officers

retired from active service.
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
