focus shall be directed to develop the respect aof the citizen
through increased public contacts, community policing will
be focused and more emphasis will be laid to change the
attitude and behaviour of the members of the force. Police
academy shall be more active in this respect, and inculcate
more advanced training and equipments in its training
procedures. Police management shall have a complete
facelift, to stremgthen the internal security. Police will be
more well equipped to meet all the challenges of crime,
criminal and other disturbances, with minimum use of force.
My priority will be to develop every level in the
organisation to function independently within the framework
stipulated to them and do away with the tendency to shift the
responsibility.

In short, primarily, my focus will lie in changing the
'INCIDENT DRIVEN POLICING into PROBLEM
ORIENTED POLICING'

Are there any plans for changing the pattern of
training and orientation so that the force under your
command can enjoy people's confidence, respect and
cooperation”

It is very important to
focus more efforts in training
because it is the training
component that develops an
orgnisation's working
capabilities according to the
needs of the nation. Only a
person with  extensive
theoretical and practical
knowledge can provide proper
service to the citizens and win
the admiration.

In view of the urgent
need to restructure and
develop training capability, the
Police Training Centre
established in 2013 has now
been developed into Police

— Academy. The academy, at the

moment requires more

resources, but | have emphasized more, to extensively utilize

the available resources and develop training plans. I am

totally confident that the efforts we shall put into the training

aspect will soon build confidence in problem solving,

decision making and enhance the effectiveness to carry out
responsibility with total commitment.

I am extensively exploring the avenues to train my
staffs in the police subjects in foreign training centres,
because the challenge to the police has immensely
developed in past couple of years, and we definitely need
exposure to the world's best police procedures.

There has been some criticism in the press that the
counntry's law and order situation is less than satisfactory.
Do you agree with this assessment? If not, why?

The overall situation of law and order is satisfactory at
the moment. It is normal in a society where citizens are
conscious of their rights and privileges to express discord,
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dissatisfaction, and voice their feelings openly, Sometimes

these political discord and discontent can culminate into

serious problems. And definitely for the people adapted 1o

peace and tranquillity, it is normal to experience more

disturbances and feel the relaxation of law and order
siluation.

The rapid process of urbanisation, population growth,
human migration, and unemployment though basic factors
for the escalation of crime and challenge to the law and
order situation, we don’t presume it to be alarming at the
moment. We have been chartering the immediate and future
plan to tackle the foreseen problems.

Is Nepal Paolice adequately equipped and reasonably
modernized?

Besides the various priority His Majesty's Government
has to accomplish, Nepal Police has generously been
offered maximum for its modernisation. Additional efforts
to bring Nepal Police into the levels of more developed
nations in terms of equipment and exposure is on the
agenda.

What are the major constraints, challenges and
difficulties Nepal Police faces at the moment and how do
you propose to effect a change for the better?

There are lot of constraints, challenges, and difficulties
at the moment which can be categorized into three
distinctions.

a. Constrain of physical supports. In the period of
emergency Nepal Police usually has to face the
problem of transport for rapid mobilization and
reliable, effective communication with the affected
area.

b. Need for distinct change in police concept,
management, and administration.

c. Peoples’ belief and their attitude.

In order to gradually phase out the constrains,

challenges and the difficulties, 1 have earlier spoken

about priority as regards management, training and

allocaton of resources. More emphasis will be laid 1o

develop service oriented police to build an

environment of mutual trust and cooperation. It is only
through the partriership of community and police that
we can make our neighbourhood a better place to live.

We have in fact started a programme of School Liaison
Officer, who will be responsible for developing a
programme to guide the students about the social problems,
drugs, youth violence, and develop positive aspect of Police
Image.

Lately some police personnel have been taking part in
UN peacekeeping campaigns as in former Yugoslavia and
Cambodia. Is it a good idea to send policemen/women
abroad when rheir presence is required within the country
Jor effectively maimtaining law and order? Or do you have
"extra hands" which could be spared for external
assignments?

It is a matter of great honour for Nepal Police to work
shoulder to shoulder with the police of various nations in
the humanitarian issues undertaken by the United Mation.
Besides the experience and the exposure the serving
member acquires in such mission, it is the prestige of the

nation that is attained through such missions that we should
be proud of. I don't see any shortages of man power within
the country in deploying few Police. personnel in such
International missions. I am further trying to broaden the
span of police involvement in such missions.

Does or does not iraffic duty figure as priority job in
your scheme of things? Whai specific measures are you
taking to end the present situation in the roads of
Kathmanedu and towns outside the valley?

Traffic in the country has definitely enlarged into very
serious proportion, Effective traffic management will be
possible when the three "E"s collectively exist. The role
Nepal Police has to play in traffic management is my
immediate priority, The responsibility of traffic is effective
enforcement and it is impeded by the lack of other two
"E"s, education among the drivers and the road users and
the proper road engineering.

It is imperative to review the basic responsibility of the
concerned authority and charter a collective traffic
management plan. I have already directed concerned
departments in my force to charter proper training,
orientation, and acquire basic technical amenities for
effective traffic management.

Do you have any immediate plans for enhancing the
morale of the members working in the force?

Morale is a term particularly applied to wniform,
disciplined organization. I am extremely influenced through
out my career, with Napolean Bonapart's saying, "In war
morale conditions make up three quarters of the game;
relative strength of material and balance of manpower
account for the remaining quarter”.

Thus for the achievement of organizational goal,
morale plays a significant part. My focus has always
centered towards the upliftment of the basics that influence
morale in the organization. | am aware that it is essentially a
group phenomenon and is highly infectious. My priority at
the moment lies in developing good working environment
and ensuring proper and equal opportunity for job
enrichment and career opportunity to every member of the
organization,

Besides, every member will have equal opportunity to
enjoy the benefits of the welfare schemes. 1 am working on
a program to provide every retiring member to go through
retirement rehabilitation program, enabling every retiring
personnel to adjust to the retired life in dignity and respect
by acquiring certain income generating trades.

What message would you like to give to the readers of
Police Mirror?

Crime prevention is possible only through a mutual
effort between police and the members of the community. In
other words it is through partnership between police and
community that a crime free society can be expected. Thus 1
would like to urge all our readers to positively lend a
helping hand to police in building a crime free society. It is
imperative that your cooperation and guidance can
definitely guide police to work with dedication and
servitude.

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An overview of events taking
place in various parts of the world
would reveal that violation of human
rights is a common phenomenon. On
the one hand, such violations are
protested against continuously, while
on the other, it is very common in the
present day context, that such protests
are allegedly described as unduly
exaggerated. Whatever the series of
zharges and countercharges regarding
wman rights violation, the call of the
present day world, on the threshold of

violation should not be taken lightly.

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administraton is not the agency to
dispense justice. They act as a bridge or
a link between the court of law and the
people. Every arrest of an individual
must be preceded by a proper and
thorough investigation supporied by
evidence: not that someone is arrested
first and strencous efforts are made to
justify the arrest. Similarly, under no
circumstances should any one detained
be subjected to physical or mental
toriure.

While collecting evidence against
the accused, scientific techniques and
new research methods should be
followed in the place of conventional
tools of interrogation. It is the
provision of law, that any statement or
confession extracted under torture is
invalid. In keeping with the general
trend all over the world that the police
administration is being oriented
towards timely improvements and
modernization, it is essential that the
police force follow such measures and
that they be equipped with advanced
facilities as required to deal with the
changing times,

Once again, this important fact
needs to be stressed that the police
force is not the law administering
agency: in the state constituted under
the rule of law, police force is the
sentinel of society. These sentinels of
society must not be violent under any
circumstances and they should apply
the least amount of force in their
action, It is necessary to create an

environment in which bullets and guns
would be used less and less while
alternative measures would be sought
to check violent encounters. However,
it must be expressed that every section
of society must be well behaved 1o
realize this objective,

In the context of human rights
violation, the agency first to be
criticized is the police force. Therefore,
the police force must not forget that
even when they have to resort to the
use of fire-arms, force must be used as
the last resort and they have to submit
sufficient evidence to justify it. In the
context of Nepal, some guardians of
drug addicts have themselves requested
the police to take their wards into their
custody in order to improve their
behaviour. Police camps or detention
centres cannot be reform houses in any
sense. Similarly, the children of
convicled persons must not be sent to
prison or detention centres with their
mothers under the pretext that there is
no one to look after them. Such
measures should not be encouraged
under any condition.

The police personnel should never
forget the fact that every accused
person remains innocent in the eyes of
the law wunless convicted by a
competent court of law, There are
occasions when failure to strengthen
the police administration and the law
enforcement authorities in tune with
the changing times, or lack of suitable
means and resources at their disposal as

necded to deal with the new challenges
have resulted in the violation of human
rights in various senses. The urgent
need today is to develop a culture that
promotes the essence of human rights,
Such a culture would go a long way in
heralding a new era in place of the old
understandings and conventions, If
such concepts imbued with the ideals
of human rights take root in society,
most distortions in the field of human
rights would disappear automatically.

Although every sector of society
is responsible 1o some extent for the
infringement of human rights, much
criticism and censure is directed
against the law enforcement agencies
and this is quite natural. Therefore,
when such complaints are made, the
police must be able to clarify its stand.

Moreover, as regards cases of
torture, action must be taken against
those found involved in or convicted of
subjecting others to torture and such
incidents must be discouraged. These
are the cardinal principles enshrined in
various covenants and conventions
adopted by the United Nations.

Finally, if the energetic spirit of
the Nepal Police Force can be
enhanced upto the level of human
rights standards, there is every potential
that it could earn appreciation all over
the world. For this to happen, much
effort and initiative must be directed to
establish new values along with the
changing mode of time,

and accidents. The unrelenting rains of
18, 19 and 20th July, 1993 resulted in
the flooding of Bagmati river leaving a
trail of destruction in the districts of
Sarlahi and Rautahat. Other districts
severely affected by the floods and
landslides were Taplejung, Panchthar,
Okhaldhunga, Sindhuli, Makwanpur,
Chitawan and Dhading. A maximum
of 554 mm of rainfall was recorded
during this natural calamity which
damaged several portions of Prithivi
and Tribhuvan Highways that serve as
crucial links to the capital,
Kathmandu. As a result, essential
supplies and contacts to the capital
were totally cut off, hydro electricity
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operations on being notified about the
disaster. Whether in the flood hit areas
of Sarlahi and Rautahat or the
landslide ravaged areas of
Okhaldhunga, relief teams of the
police force rushed with relief supplies
attempting to save lives and property.

A number of police personnel
sustained injuries during the
aperations while one police constable
died while attempting to rescue a child
in Nawalparasi.

The nature of relief operations
carried out by Nepal Police in course
of the natural disaster can be
summarized as follows:

a. Repair and maintenance of
damaged bridges, roads and foot
trails. Major contribution in the
reconstruction of Tribhuvan and
Prithivi Highways.

b. Collection of dead bodies from
the disaster hit areas, handing
over of the dead bodies to the
nearest of kin of the deceased and
burial of unclaimed bodies.

€.  Burial of dead animals,

d. Ensuring efficient management in
the distribution of relief
assistance.

Reconstruction of damaged houses
and cattlesheds; setting up relief
camps and temporary shelters.
Relief to those in distress and
scarch operation for those
reported missing.

Relief assistance to those
affected, in the form of cash and
kind provided by the police

personnel,

h. On the spot medical examination

and treatment by police medical
personnel and distribution of
essential medicine.

About ten thousand police
personnel were mobilized for relief
and rescue operations for the disaster
victims. Apart from their active role in
relief, rescue and salvage operations.
Nepal police assisted in making boats
available during the floods and
contributed a sum of Rupees one
million, one hundred eleven thousand
one hundred and one to the Prime
Minister's Disaster Relief Fund in aid
of the flood and landslide victims.
Likewise the Police Family Women's
Association also contributed Rupees
Fifty thousand one hundred and one to
the Relief Fund. The horrifying
magnitude of the disaster can be
assessed from the large number of
deaths and injuries. A total of 199]
persons died. 229 were injured and
another 205 persons are reportedly
missing. The effective communication
network of the police force contributed
to a great extent in expediting rescue
and relief work during the natural
calamity. The establishment of a
Natural Disaster Relief cell at the
Police Headquarters also helped to
make the nation wide relief operations
effective.

Everest Air Crash

A Dornier aircraft of Everest Air
which was on a scheduled flight from
Kathmandu to Bharatpur crashed at
Chule Ghopte of Tanahu District on the
3ist. July, 1993, killing all those on
board. A total of 18 persons including
3 crew members were on board the ill-
fated aircraft; flight no. ET 303 of
Everest Air.

Police personnel immediately
launched a massive search operation
following the failure of the aircraft

bound for Bharatpur to land on
schedule.

Soon after the crash site was
determined, police teams from the
District Police Offices of Tanahu and
Gorkha as well as Central Regional
Training Centre Bharatpur setl out
towards the site. A team of police
personnel led by 5.P. Gyanendra
Bikram Mahat reached the crash site at
11:35 PM, braving the incessant rain,
dense forests, slippery trails and the
darkness of the night and commenced
salvage work. The team of police

personnel collected with great courage,
the mutilated parts of the victims'
bodies from slopes, tree-tops and the
jungle, together with the personal
effects of the deceased. The personal
belongings as well as the dead bodies
of the victims were brought to
Bharatpur from the crash site. A relief
camp was established at the Training
Centre and the dead bodies and
personal effects were handed over to
the nearest of kin of the deceased
persons.

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The kingdom of Nepal is a
mountainous country lying between
two great neighbors. Eighty three
percent of the total land area is
covered by mountains and mid hills.
The work to be camied out by police
personnel in such geographical
conditions is undoubtedly difficult.
The lack of proper roads and the
adverse topographical conditions make
the task of the police even more
challenging.

Thousands of our police
personnel are continually striving to
maintain peace and security in the high
altitudes that span the entire expanse
from Mechi 1o Mahakali. Dedicated
police officers are entrusted with the
responsibility of maintaining peace by
controlling crime, checking border
crimes on the northern border and
providing security to tourists visiting
the high altitudes.

Police personnel working in the
remote districts of Taplejung,
Solukhumbu, Rasua, Manang,
Mustang, Dolpa, Jumla, Mugu Humla,
and Darchula are indeed symbols of
bravery, courage and patriotism. Police
officials working in Syangboche,
Olangchungola, Namche Bazar,
Kimathangka, Lomangthang, Mugu &
Tinkar spend almost half the year in
snow and wear winter clothes
throughout the year. Maintaining
vigilance, patrolling and keeping
information and records even at such
high altitudes and investigating every
crime against all odds is certainly a
commendable and praiseworthy
initiative of Nepal police.

Nepal police has played an active
role in the promotion of tourism which
is regarded as a major source of
income. In this context, the high
altitudes and Himalayan regions are
the major attractions for tourists.
Although police are committed to the
task of providing security to the
tourists in every part of the kingdom,
their  responsibility  towards

Policing at High Altitude
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maintaining peace and security in the
high altitudes is exemplary.

Police officers assist teams of
visitors to the areas opened for tourists
by His Majesty’s Government, in the
capacity of liaison officers, They are
also assigned to assist mountaineering
expeditions in the same capacity. In
doing so, the polioe officers are
fulfilling their duty as true friends, by
assisting in all possible ways while
providing security and maintaining

vigilance at all times. Nepal police
personnel are required to undergo
training at altitudes varying between
17.000 and 18,000 feet under the basic
training programme. Such trainings at
high altitudes also prepares them for
mountaineering and patrolling while
acclamatizing them to the adverse
climatic conditions.

There are times when police
officials working at extremely high
altitudes descend to lower altitudes on

account of heavy snowfall and return
to their duty stations when weather
conditions improve. [t can thus be
ascertained how difficult it is for the
police personnel to fulfil their duties.
The police personnel stationed in these
areas subsist on locally available food
stuff such as barley, buckwheat and
polato. The livestock reared in these
regions include sheep, mountain goats
and yaks,

The telecommunication facilities
attached to the police posts in the high
altitudes and inaccessible regions have
played a vital role in the flow of
information by maintaining regular
contacts. The police posts also
disseminate information to the local
inhabitants on various issues and help
promote cultural exchanges.

Braving the heart piercing cold
and the hair raising chilly breeze,
thousands of high altitude police
personnel, padded with winter clothing
all the year round are working
incessantly to fulfil their mandate of
maintaining peace and security with
considerable success.

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The police force is an organization
which must demonstrate utmosl
alertness every moment to maintain
peace and security in the sociely. The
nation anticipates equal alacrity from
police personnel whether in crime
control, mob control or during floods,
landslides or earthquakes. The
vigilance and assistance of police is
always expected.

Our country is not unaffected by
the surge of scientific progress and
modernization sweeping all over the
world. Human beings have been
blessed with the boons of scientific
inventions which have made life easier
and comfortable. At the same time,
these discoveries have also benefitted
the world of crime. The misuse of

scientific inventions for promoting
crime has become a matter of grave
concern. It is therefore necessary for
the police force to be skilled, efficient
and investigative to keep up with the
pace of modernity and the changing
limes,

Unfortunately, in recent years, the
police force has had to face various
natural disasters. The need to deal with
such unforseen natural disasters apart
from its regular duties with the limited
resources and skilled manpower within
its means has presented itself in the
form of a challenge. Nepal police has
earned much praise and appreciation
for its efforts at flood and landslide
relief, but for the police personnel
themselves, it would be more relevant

-
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to strive harder instead of deriving
satisfaction.

The successes achieved by Nepal
Police in limiting criminal activities in
recent years is indeed noteworthy; but
this is no cause for complacency. The
task ahead is fraught with greater
challenges. In recent times, circulation
of counterfeit currency notes have
been uncovered by the police
throughout the kingdom, several
hundred thousand counterfeit bank
notes have been seized and arrests
have also been made. Likewise, arrests
in connection with drugs deals and
dacoity in the terai region are
indicative of the tremendous task
ahead and the challenges for the
future. Making an assessment of the
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over-all crime situation of the country,
AIGP Mr. Achyut Krishna Kharel,
Chief of the Operations Dept. Police
Headguarter says:

"The crime situation in Nepal is
not so alarming. It is obvious for the
crime rate to rise in comparison to
previous years in the context of
population explosion, increase in the
number of vehicles and transportation
and the application of new techniques
and approaches in the execution of
crimes. However, slatistics reveal that
there is a decline in the number of
murders, dacoity murders and dacoity
which is quite satisfactory. Figures
also show that there is an upward trend
in drug related cases.

An over-all assessment shows the
effectiveness of police operations with
respect to criminal activities in the
kingdom, with the limited resources at
its disposal.”

Answering a question on the
problem encountered by the police
force in criminal investigation and
crime control, Mr. Kharel:

“There are diverse problems in
the area of criminal investigation and
crime control. On the one hand, we are
faced with the acute shortage of
trained personnel, limited resources,
modern equipment and the absence of
a well equipped laboratory which
hinder the scientific examination and
investigation of evidence. On the other
hand we have an adverse
topographical diversity and lack of
cooperation from the general public 1o
control crimes. There is also the
necessity to effect timely changes in
legal matters which is taking place.

Despite these problems and the
limited resources at its disposal, the
successes achieved by Nepal Police is
satisfactory,

I believe that the police force will
be able to further equip itself with
resources to maintain peace and
security in society by minimizing
crime through the support and
cooperation from all sectors. 1 would
also like 1o reiterate the commitment
of the police force to win the trust and
confidence of the people in fulfilling
their duties.”

The organizational network of the
Nepal Police is vast; but effecting
timely changes in its organizational
structure to make it compatible with
the changing times is equally
imperative. In recent years, there has
been a number of restructuring
processes in the police force through
the creation of regional police units,
riot police and armed police. The new
leadership has been directing its efforts
to impart new dynamism in police
activities. Although the progress
achieved in equipping the force with
necessary resources is commendable,
it is by no means sufficient to cope
with the growing responsibilitics of
police personnel, be it in the area of
training, crime control or
investigation. Under the given
circumstances it would be necessary to
chalk out the future course of action to
effectively encounter the growing
challenges ahead.

Answering a question on the need
for implementing measures in order to
reorient the police administration in
the arca of effective crime control and
investigations AIGP Mr. Dhruba
Bahadur Pradhan:

“The type of skills required for
crime prevention are different from
those required for criminal
investigation, Therefore, it is
necessary to impan specialized skills
to those working in these areas.
Peoples' cooperation is vitally
important in crime control so attention
must be focussed in this regard, just as
the need for adopting a scientific
approach is crucial in all aspects of
criminal investigation. Human Rights
has become a sensitive issue today and
the provision for compensation has
been outlined in the constitution as
well. Hence it would be inappropriate
for the police force to operate along
conventional lines. A careful
consideration of these facts and the
adoption of a policy of cooperation
with the general public in the present
democratic set up would go a long way
in the prevention of crime. The
application of scientific techniques in
the area of criminal investigation is
imperative in the present context”.

Answering another question
relating to the training component of
Nepal Police and plans and
programmes for the future, Mr.
Pradhan:

"A good training programme for
police personnel is a reflection of a
glorious tradition. One cannot expect
an efficient policeman without
effective training. There is an objective
of further equipping the National
Police Academy with necessary
resources and establishing additional
schools under it to impart vocational
training, thereby making the academy
a centre of excellence.

The practice of sending police
personnel abroad for training is
continuing and possibilities will be
further explored. Our Department has
the objective of creating a positive
impact of the police among the general
public by creating trained and efficient
manpower for the service of society.

It is expected that the recently
constituted  Police Reforms
Recommendation Commission will
contribute in imparting a new
dynamism to the police force by
making an assessment of the present
situation and a careful study of the
possible challenges ahead.

Just as challenges are surfacing as
we move ahead into the future,
simultaneous efforts to combat them
are being adopted. This undoubtedly
is a positive move in the right
direction.”

Keeping in view the tremendous
importance of training programmes in
human resource development, Nepal
Police has always accorded priority to
trainings. A total of seven training
centres: five regional training centres,
one Armed Police Training Centre and
one Police Academy are engaged in
training activities thereby creating the
necessary manpower. The Regional
Police Training Centres train junior P 4
police personnel to conduct /
themselves in line with the duties /
and responsibilities as per their /
designations.

Efforts are being geared to
see that all training centres are well
equipped with physical facilities.
During the Fiscal Year 2049-
2050, Nepal Police conducted 21
different “in-country training"
programmes. A total of 130 senior
officers and 780 junior officers
benefitted from the trainings. In
addition, 2269 other police personnel
underwent advanced vocational
training. Likewise, 27 senior officers
were sent abroad for higher education
and training while some others are still
undergoing training abroad. Nepal
Police personnel are trained in
prestigious institutions abroad like the
FBI Academy - USA, Singapore
Police Academy, the National Police
Academy and BSF Academy India,
apart from other institutions in the
United Kingdom, Australia and the

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SCHOOL BASED POLICING

A key element in preventing
crime is public education through a
varicty of means. We must let the
public know that prevention is possible
and that they are capable of taking
preventive action and that it is worth
their while to do so. Education
purposes and needs vary from
community to community, audience to
audience, but the transmission remains
a critical component.

With this philosophy, Nepal
Police has launched a programme of
educating school children on a wide
range of subjects. From drugs, traffic
and peer pressure to youth violence
and social crimes, Besides the crime
prevention education, this programme
is designed to bridge the wide gap
between citizen and police and alter
distorted concept of police as brutal,
inefficient. corrupt, arrogant, and a

nuisance in public life. Various
competitive sports, participation in
police activities, visits and meeting
with officers has been included in the
programime. At present the programme
has been initiated only in the schools
of Kathmandu Valley and. gradually
implementation throughout the country
is planned.
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We all make important choices
based on our sense of safety; where to
live, where to locate a business, how to
spend our leisure time and where and
when to wventure out. It is the
responsibility of Nepal Police to
provide for the safety of our citizens
and to help them feel safe. Crime
patterns are not static, and neither
should the police response be static.

Nepal police is currently trying to

implement the Community Policing as
the dominant strategy.

Community policing philosophy
reaffirms that crime prevention, nol
merely responding to call for service,
is the basic mission of the police.
Crime prevention is accomplished by
having a visible police presence in
neighborhoods and undertaking
activities to solve the crime producing
problems, arrest law violators,

maintain order and resolve disputes
before they result in violence. In
community policing it is understood
that police and citizens are partners in
the maintenance of safe and peaceful
neighborhoods. For a continuous
implementation of community policing
strategy, we are at the moment
studying the community patterns,
needs, and chartering the orientation to
the police officers.
