Meeting tragic death while
battling the evil elements of society in
the recent past were [nspector
Gyaneswor Vaidhya and Assistant Sub
Inspector Kopil Bahadur Bhandari.

Inspector Vaidya was fatally
attacked by some anti-social
elements while performing his
duty during Maghe Sankrati fair
in Jyamireghat, Kushmishera, in
Baglung district, on Magh 1,
2048.

268) at Ward No. 3 Maure Satkanya of Bhatte
Danda Village Development Committee in Lalitpur
district on September 28, 1992, All the 167 passengers
and crew members of the aircraft bound for
Kathmandu from karachi in Pakistan died in the
kingdom's worst air disaster,

S.P. Sharma was returning from Pakistani city of
Laheore where he had gone as a FIFA referee in
connection with the 12 Asian Club Championship
1992,

He was decorated with different medals,
including Gorkha Dakshin Bahu IV, and honours, and
was serving as the head of the Central Trallic Office,
muking valuable contributions to maintaining trafMic
control, He joined the Nepal Police as an Inspector of
Police in 2032 B.S. and, over the years, rendered his
duties and responsibilities with distinction.

The late Sharma made significant contributions
to the development of sports, including football, in
Nepal. Apart from Boys Union Club and Shree Pancfh
Mahendra Club teams, he skippered the countrys
national team at various international competitions
without any interruption for nine years,
demonstrating a competent leadership. He was
declared the "Best Player of the Year (2037 B.S.) and
joined the FIFA panel of referees as one more feather
in his distinguished cap.

A versatile personality that he was, the late
Sharma won the admiration of numerous sports fans,
in addition to earning reputation as a very friendly
person who was an able and dedicated police officer
whose untimely death has been an irreparable loss for
not only the Police Department but the entire country.

The Sixticth General Assembly
meeting of Interpol was held in

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Riot Control Police:
Use Of Minimum
Force

A Riot Control police unil has
been created as a separate force in the
Nepal Police organisation. This was
necessitated by the fact that a special
police contingent, well-trained in riot
control speciality, would be able 1o
control different cases of unrest and
viclence, if and when they erupt. A
Riot Control Police unit was formed
in Kathmandu in 2048,

In order to enable the group to
clfectively control unruly crowds, riots
and mob violence, the members of the
force are given special training and
are equipped with necessary arms and
other gear,

Keeping in  mind their
importance, Nepal Police plans 1o
create more such squads in different
regions.
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Police Training In
the Changed
Context

Nepal Police's training
companent offers vast opportunities to
the police force at different levels 1o
sharpen their skills and thereby
enhance their performance. Members
of the force undergo different kinds of
training ;mostly within the country, but
sometimes abroad too.

The necessity of imparting
training to the police force was
realized as far back as 2011 B.S. when
Nepal Police Training Centre was
established in  Shree Mahal, Lalitpur.
Some 35 trainees took part then in a
nine-month-long training. But the first
Police Basic Training was organized in
2019B.5.

Regional training centres were
the next step for institutionalizing the
training component of Nepal Police.
Accordingly, 2031 B.S. witnessed the
birth of Regional Training Centres in
Kathmandu and Butwal while two
years later in 2033 B.S. Dharan and
Nepalganj set up similar centres, With
Dipayal 100 having such a centre in
2039 B.S., the task of equipping each
development region with a regional
training centre was complete.

Likewise, an Armed Police
Training Centre was established in
Kakani, Nuwakot, in 2045 B.S. The
training centres have their roles well-
delineated. The Central Police
Training Centre runs basic and
advanced trainings for officer-level
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Distribution of prizes
and certificates lo the
trainees achieving
best results in the
Basic Training for
Constables.



nembers of the police force whereas
he regional centres take in junior
sfficers, head constables and
-onstables for training in basics and
othier related fields.

A total of 8,450 senior and junior
police officers underwent different
trainings in 34 batches held in the
centres across the country during
2048/49.

The need for high-level training
outside the country is also great in
view of the natre of the crime and the
complexities being recorded.
International agencies and bodies like
Colombo Plan, WHO, JICA, Interpol
and SAARC, as well as other friendly
countries have been providing
different training opportunities for
Nepal Police officers. Police personnel
are also provided trainings conducted
in association with other agencies like
Nepal Administrative Staff College
and Revenue Administration Training
Centre,
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Nepalese police
officers at the Drug
Control Training held
in Canada.

Nepal Police has continued its
efforts 1o have in its staff trained
manpower in the field of audio-visual
and photography media.

Despite paucity of fund and other
resource constraints, an audio-visual
and photography training was
conducted from Chaitra 11, 2048, 10
Asadh 15, 2049, The trainees for the
three-month-long training were drawn
from different police offices all over
the country. The 29 trainees who
learned and polished the related skills
during the training in Kathmandu
included two Sub-Inspectors,
15 Assistant Sub-Inspectors, one
Head Constable and 11 Constables.



Crime Control
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Anti-Drug Operations

The menace of drug-trafficking has
become deadly world-wide, Nepal oo has not
remained unaffected by the fantacies of drug
trafficking and its abuse. Realizing the need to
contain the problem, Nepal Police has been
taking a number of steps within its resources

Police actions against the trafficking,
distribution and abuse of drugs are carried out
under the Drugs Control Act 2033. The culprits

are produced before the court for necessary

action. During 2047/48 some 434 individuals
were arrested in this connection and cases were
registered against them. Of the arrested, 65
were foreigners. Likewise, cases were registered
against 607 persons on different counts of drug-
related crimes during 2048/49. The number
foreigners involved stood at 113, a hike of
almost 45 per cent over the previous year.

In the international drug trade, Nepal is not
considered an important source because of the
fact that no drug processing plant has been
found here. Nor has there been recorded a big
haul of hard drugs like heroin and cocaine.
However, owing to different factors like
proximity with the notorious drug sources like
the Golden Triangle and the Golden Crescent,
open border with India, increasing intemational
contacts and tourism industry, Nepal has come
to be known as the transit point for the criminals
in the illegal rade.

Apart from taking action against such
nefarious elements, Nepal Police's efforts to this
end also encompass airing appropriate radio and
TV programmes through Radio Nepal and Nepal
Television for increasing awareness in the public
about this cancerous activily. Teaming up with
non-governmental organizat-ions in launching
different progra-mmes, including rehabilitation
programmes, for drug addicts is also one of it
prioritics. As a special measure, Nepal Police
has formed drug control squads who operate
along the border areas to check the inflow of
drugs into the country.

Yel another step to combat the drug trade
is destroying the hemp and opium crops illegally
cultivated in the Terai districts adjoining India.
Besides the action on the fields, police pursue
the matter against the cultivators. In 2048/49
hemp crops in 2,294 bigha 12 kattha 6 dhur and
opium plants in 62 bigha 8 kattha 15 dhur were
destroyed. This year, 0o, the police is already in
action to eradicate such crops.

It is well-known that the drug trade is
mostly run by international crime syndicates.
Realizing such organized crime networks behind
the trade, Nepal 100 has created a separate cell,
as is the practice in developed countries, with
the objective of assisting the police and
coordinating with international law-enforcers.

The unit, named Drug Law Enforcement
Unit, was formed following an agreement
between the United Nations Drugs Control
Programme and Nepal. As a cell under the
Drugs Division at the Home Ministry, the unit is
led by the Additional Secretary and has
representatives from Immigration Department,
Customs Department and the Office of Attorney
General.

Chiefly, the cell has twin objectives:
firstly, to bring about a decline in the number of
drug addicts; and, secondly, to control all the
aspects of this deadly business.

This newly-formed cell has already
noiched up a commendable success, Within six
months of its inception, it has seized 783.2 kgs
of hashish. This amount also includes the record
single largest seizure of 382 kgs. During the half
year, it also seized 13.85 kg of heroin. Drug
traffickers from countries like Nigeria, Thailand,
Germany and Libya were also nabbed red-
handed through the efforts of this cell while they
were trying to move the contraband through the
country.

perversions, carclessness, poverty,
rivalry and other factors all are
potential source of crimes. As in most
countries of the world, the overall
crime rale has shown an upward trend
in Nepal 0o, Some 8136 police cases
were registered during 2048/49, a
17.54 per cent hike over the previous

year when only 6922 case's came to the
police nolice.

According 10 the data available from
different districts, the following
number of cases in their respective
category was registered during the last
year.
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Anti-Dacoity
Operations

It nceds no reiteration that the
general responsibility of maintaining
law and order borne by police is
already very sensitive and challenging,
It becomes all the more so when their
Job also includes protecting lives and
property from dacoits infesting the
Terai belt. The police personnel who
arc posted in the Terai have o
demonstrate an extra amount of
courage and alertness to combal
dacoity operations swiftly.

Among the anti-dacoity
operations of Nepal Police in recent
tumes, two cases stand out. An
operation squad of Bara District Police
Office eliminated the Shakti Singh
gang of dacoits in an encounter. The
notorious gang had been for the past
few years lerrorizing the border areas
with cases of dacoity, murder and
abduction. Similarly, Rautahat District
Police Office also added a feather to
its cap. The infamous dacoit gang of
Sitaram Nuniya and Kishori Kahar
were eliminated in an encounter. The
people of the area were freed from the
lerror stalking in their midst.

Naturally, such bold examples of
valour have camed Nepal Police well-
deserved laurels. It is reflective of
Nepali Police force's high-grade
performance in carrying out its duties.

In order 1o control crimes along
the border areas, high-level police
officials from Nepal and the
neighbouring country hold Border
Cooperation Meeting from time to
lime.
