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STEPS TO CONSOLIDATE THE ORGANISATION

A closer examination of the
history of the Nepal Police makes it
amply clear that the police organisation
has vastly expanded from its initial
small structure. Thus it has become
our first prionity today to enhance the
efficiency to shoulder the vast
responsibility that has devolved on this
large organisation. Having realised that
it has been highly essential to enhance
quality for the promotion of
professional capacity, plan of action
based on available physical
technological and human resources is
designed. | have endeavored to direct
the leadership of the organisation
towards achieving the set goals,

We have all felt that it has
proved to be a challenging job to draw
up effective plan of action in the
changed political and social
environment. As these challenges are
not confined merely to some particular
organisations, associations, individuals
or bodies but have also threatened the
internal security itself, 1 have felt that
Police-Public partnership has become
indispensable to counter these
challenges. The police organisation
is firmly committed today to establish
itself as a “service", not as a “force”.
However, both police and public have
developed definite attitude, we need
a particular span of time and hard
work to bring about mental change.
Nonetheless, since we have already
embarked on this path, there is no
doubt that we will certainly

achieve our goal one-day.

Signs of positive change have
emerged in the society over the last few
years in the atitude of society towards
police, The achievement has been
accomplished as a result of various
efforts initiated to establish Police as a
“zervice™, not as a “force™,

We are moving ahead with the
Police management policy to direct the
Police to the path determined by our
goals, adopt policies of efficient
management of internal resources,
encourage the police accordingly and
promote dedication and efficiency in
service.

In an attempt to consolidate the
crime management aspect, which is the
backbone of police efficiency, the task
of making the steady flow of
information from the central
information centre is going on after
we have adopted the computer
system for maintaining records,
utilisation of records and crime
management. At the same time,
special attention has been focused on
efficiency promotion for the sake of
information collection and its genuine
evaluation in view of the importance
of crime-related information for
investigation and control of crime. In
this connection arrangements have
been made for various training
programs, such as crime
management, crime pattern analysis,
Intelligence analysis and so on.

The incidents of violence taking

place in the country over the last few
years in the name of Maoists are
matters of grave challenge for us today.
Entrusted with the responsibility of
internal security of the country, police
have taken this responsibility seriously.
Our primary responsibility today is to
stop forthwith such activities, which
adversely affect the national security,
and to free people from terror. In this
background, the mobilization of police
against the terrorist activities has
achieved tremendous success. As chiel
of the police force, 1 would like to
express my determination to launch
strong police action against activities
designed to terrorize the people by any
name.

In the present context of
democracy, people have the
constitutional right to express their
views in an unrestricted manner. Inan
attempt to promote the quality of
services, arrangement has been made
for adequate training, necessary
equipment and effective modern
appliances, which cause little harm but
disperse the crowd engaged in
uncontrolled and wanton activities.
Thus they can deal with such mobs °
effectively and help maintain law and
order in the society. Moreover, Police
Riot Control Battalion has also been
established. We have been minimizing
damages to life and property in police
action against violent activities
including Nepal Bandh and Chakka
Jam with the help of proper planning
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suitable training and high morale.

The commitment of the Nepal
Police to guarantee the Human Rights
of the citizens by the constitution has
consolidated the concept of
democratic policing. It has adopted
the policing strategy which focuses
on service to people in realisation of
its responsibility to protect people from
some decadent culture which have
emerged after the advent of
democracy and open environment. The
common people have felt that we
possess higher degree of firmness,
impartiality and professional
efficiency than in the past, which is
indeed a pgreat source of
encouragement for us,

In view of the public
complaints being received against
police charging that they have been
misusing their power, ‘Police
Authority Abuse’ monitoring cells’
have been set up at the centre and
different regions to monitor the abuse
of authority by Police. Members of
the cells have been drawn from within
the Police Organisation. This cell
continuously monitors the possible
abuse of authority. If such cases are
found, action is taken immediately
against abuse of authority. This cell
will be further activated in future.

Central Police News Room and
Regional News Room are being run
to ensure smooth flow of mass
information, inform the general public
about various activities of the police
and promote citizens® rights to be
informed as guaranteed by the
constitution. Arrangement has also
been made for a Press Liaison Officer
and “Meet the Press™ Program.

If the aggrieved individual does
nol get proper legal cure on time in
the course of police action, he will be
more victimized. In the same way,
existing weaknesses in criminal justice
system would tend to make police
irresponsible and develop the tendency
to seek personal benefit, which adds
more suffering to the victim and
promotes corruption. In view of this
situation, the policy of reward and
punishment has been enforced
effectively to keep the moral conduct
clean and good. It is imperative that
all of us must strive to further
strengthen the moral character of
police employees in the days ahead.

Various public awareness
generation programs such as school
liaison program and programs against

girl trafficking have been conducted as
part of our efforts to make the police
service more people-oriented and
control various social aberrations and
criminal activities with the initiatives of
the community itself. These programs
will be further expanded and continued
in future.

Since human resources form
the main basis for the strength of the
organisation, the Nepal Police has
attached special importance to human
resources development, In
accordance with the policy to accord
top priority (o manpower
development, training programs on
different aspects are being conducted.
The Nepal Police Project being run
with the cooperation of the
government of the United Kingdom
has made vital contribution to meet
various training needs. The training
system, ftraining period and
curriculum of training will be
reviewed to determine the timely needs
and usefulness of the training. Greater
priority will be given to on-the-job
training in future.

In the present context in which
there has been a moral decline in every
sphere of the nation, 1 feel that
financial, moral and professional
disciplines are indispensable elements.
The Police organisation cannot
establish itself as a public-service-
oriented organisation unless the police
have a clean conduct and behavior.
Therefore, I consider that purification
of character is the first step ahead
towards consolidating the Police
organisation. Activities, which go
against the proper conduct of police
will be sternly dealt with. This policy
will be implemented with more
severity in future.

Special attention has been paid
to hold symposium, seminar and
workshop and discuss fundamental
issues related with Police and the
present responsibility of the Nepal
Police and also organize interaction
program with different sections of
society to evolve a common
viewpoint. The Nepal Police has been
actively engaged in protecting the legal
rights of children and women. The
police organisation has been bringing
into practice the recommendations of
symposiums on “crimes against
children and women™ and “Resolving
problems related with juvenile
delinquencies™ Women's cells
formed at the district level are working

actively to investigate crimes against
children and women.

The Nepal Police has been
making its direct contribution in the
United Nation’s international peace-
keeping operations. It has already
displayed its professional efficiency in
the international peace missions of the
United Nations in Cambodia,
Mozambique, Yugoslavia, Haiti and
Iraq. It is indeed a matter of pride for
us to hear from the authorities
concerned the words of appreciation of
our officers and men for the active role
they have played in the mission area
after they were assigned to the
international peace missions at the call
of United Nations.

Since the crimes and their
impact have been spreading on a global
scale as the world is getting smaller,
special emphasis has been given to
contact and coordinates with
International Police. We have attached
importance to  international
symposiums and seminars as
opportunities to increase contact,
friendly ties, understanding and co-
operation. We have been participating
in these seminars accordingly.

The service-oriented, facility-
oriented and income-generating police
welfare programs launched for the
larger interest of members of the police
organisation will be further
in the coming years. The mobilization
of welfare fund has helped
tremendously for the accomplishment
of wider achievements in the fields of
health, education, housing,
transportation facility and other
necessary cooperation to Police and
their family members. The need has
been felt to introduce rehabilitation
program in the years ahead to help
retired police employees eam their
livelihood. Under the welfare plan,
services will be increased in different
sectors in the coming years.

We are aware of the bitter truth
that the police organisation was used
for a long time as a tool to fulfil
personal desires and sustain personal
rule rather than serve the people in
accordance with the needs of time.
Nonetheless, our activities should also
undergo change along with the change
in society. It is the call of the time in
the modern context that the police
organisation should move ahead with
professional integrity, skill and firm
attitude to cope with the challenges
confronting us today.

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CHALLENGES OoF NEpaL PoLICE

The whole global community
is fast turning almost into a single
country. In this context, the lone effort
of the Police of a single country will
prove to be too insufficient to control
and prevent crimes. On top of this, it
has been felt that the geographical
characteristics of our country have
made it difficult for the Police to play
their role effectively. Nepal, which is
also known as the country of mountains
with many inaccessible areas and
extreme geographical features, lacks
development infrastructures like road
and railway networks. This is a
condition in which mobility of
police so essential for
maintaining law and order is
certainly compromised as a
police without necessary
mobility is like a disabled man.

The police service of this
small, least developed and land-
locked country is also facing
problem because of the 1000- g
mile long open border with
India. While on the one hand,
there is a situation in which §
criminals can easily take &
advantages of open border after
committing crimes, on the other sdigs
hand, mobility of the criminals ™
has been further enhanced by the
expansion of air service. In such a
situation, police must monitor how
many and what types of people are
entering and going out of the
country. The situation is getting
worse day by day.

Police are indispensable to the
society. Therefore, the citizens should help
them, the government should strengthen
them & the social organisations should
cooperate with them.

It appears that the Police
organisation should prepare itself in
view of the need to tackle the present
day challenges confronting them and
the difficulties that might be
encountered in future. Crime
prevention measures should be adopted
continuously. For this, it is essential that
the training programs to be conducted
in police organisation should be at par
with international and regional police
training levels. Interaction and
exchange of cooperation with
International Police Organization
(Interpol) and Regional Police

organizations has been indispensable.
In fact, Police service cannot function
effectively without mutual cooperation
and understanding among police
organisations of different countries at
the present context. The situation is
still worse for the police in Nepal
because of the fact that it has to face
various difficulties including scarcity
of resources.

In this context, the Nepal police
has shown remarkable agility to
strengthen mutual cooperation,

understanding and share ideas,
knowledge and experience among police

organisations of different countries of
the world. In the context of SAARC,
two meetings took place even, after
1996, Discussions held in these two
meetings on how to share experiences
with regards to organized crimes related

with narcotic drugs and their
investigations were satisfactory. By
going it alone without regional co-
operation, Nepal, India, Pakistan,
Bangladesh and other nations cannot
solve crimes in the absence of mutual
cooperalion,

The Nepal police has been
actively participating in Interpol. It has
been taking part in the peacekeeping
operations at the call of the United
Mations. It has been participating in
the regional cooperation schemes
among the police of different
countries. The police are making
sufficient endeavors to establish peace
and security in the society.

It is but natural that the kind of
hardship faced by the nation in the
course of achieving its all round
development will certainly have its

impact on the work efficiency and
organizational development of its
police organisation. In spite of this, it
can be said without hesitation that no
other police force can do more
efficient job than what the Nepal Police
has done in the face of its limited
resources, multiplicity of challenges
and obstructions. Over the last 25 to
30 years, the Nepal police has amply
expanded the areas of its activities; it
has borne its multi-purpose
responsibility and it has made
numerous efforts for the enhancement
of police efficiency. Consequently, the
role and capacity of the Nepal
police have been rated highly
in the list of police force of
south Asian countries.

Police must be kept
aloof from politics because it
will  otherwise  bring
polarization. Such polarization
¥ will give rise to a highly

B dangerous situation, lower the
' morale of the force, affect the
character of the police and
s adversely affect their work
efficiency. Consequently, the
adverse impact for the country
—g will be long-term and fatal. All
*  the political parties should be
conscious of the fact. They must
have the awareness that the politics,
which is now being pursued in a
democratic country, should not touch
the police at any cost. Their efficiency
should be enhanced by keeping them
aloof from such environment. This
would enable the police force to
engage themselves in their profession
fearlessly and impartially.

In this way, police
organisation, which possesses
professional skill and which has
geared itself towards strengthening its
capacity can evolve favorable
environment after interacting with
various other organisations and
sharing views on questions, such as
how to maintain law and order in
the country, how to respect and
protect human rights and how to
move ahead without fear and
prejudice. This is how they need not
seek anyone’s favour and an
environment in which they can
remain loyal to their service to the
country and people.

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New DIMENSION IN PoLICE ADMINISTRATION

The Administrative department
of the police headquarters has been
implementing various plan of actions
for timely manpower management
and enhancement of efficiency
among its manpower. The Adminis-
trative department is more sensitive
on systematizing recruitment of its
personal, manpower adjustment,
training, transfer, evaluation of work
efficiency etc. with a focus on study,
analysis and management aspects. In
this context, attention has been fo-
cused on power delegation in confor-
mity with the principle of decentrali-
zation and making the officials re-
sponsible to their duties in their
work station in a simple and efficient
manner.

Transfer Policies Regarding Man-
power Management

When police employees of
different posts are transferred, the
Nepal Police has been implementing
the policy fixing the term for the
authorized office to transfer them at
the prescribed time as provided by in
police regulations. If some employees
are aggrieved, they may apply to the
Prime Minister, the Home Minister, the
Inspector General of Police and the

Additional Inspector General of Police.
No employees shall be assigned to
special duty except on special
situation. The authority, which is
authorized to appoint an employee on
special duty, may do so with the
permission of an authority that is
senior to him by one post. A police
employee who has been dismissed
from service as a result of his absence
in office must apply within 15 days in
accordance with rule 63 of Police
Regulations 1992.
Effort Aimed At Improving Quality
Of Services

With a view to pursuing the
efforts of service specialization and
improvement in quality in an effective
way, the concept of decentralization
has been further consolidated by
delegating all the powers for control,
direction, transfer and promotion of
employees of Crime Investigation
Department and Traffic Control
Division to the concerned departments
from the current fiscal year.
Police Welfare Schemes

The organisation has been
running various welfare schemes for
members now working in the
organisation and former police

members. Police schools are
functioning in all the regions. A pre-
primary school has been established
this vear and the school has started
teaching children. For the medical
treatment of police in active service
and those who have retired, police
hospitals are being run in Kathmandu
and Dipayal. Another police hospital
has been established and it has already
been functioning in Nepalganj since
this year. Moreover, various welfare
activities have been launched for the
police, such as scholarship for
children of police, family housing
facility, providing motorcycle,
bicycle and television in installments,
accident insurance for police
personnel, giving Rs. 25,000/-
immediately as funeral rites expenses
of police personnel in case of his
death in accident. There is a provision
of making available financial
assistance to families of police
personal who happen to be the victim
of natural calamity. In this way, the
process of bringing about an
improvement in different aspects of
the administration for the overall
development of members of the police
organisation has been continuing.

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HumMAN REsource MANAGEMENT

The fundamental goal of po-
lice organisation is to maintain law
and order in the country and to pre-
vent and control crime. In order to
fulfil this goal, the police headquar-
ters has formulated necessary policy
and production of manpower neces-
sary for police organisation is going
on from National Police Academy
at the centre and regional police
training centers at the regional lev-
els. Since itis impossible for the po-
lice employees to bear the responsi-
bility befitting their post without train-
ing all police employees should com-
pulsorily receive training suitable to
their post and profession. Training
will bring refine- ____
ment and effective
result. Therefore,
training is an indis-
pensable element
for police organiza-
tion. Since training
brings about
changes in the at-
titude of an indi-
vidual along with
the development of
his knowledge and
skill, it makes vital
contribution to-
wards realizing the
expected goals of
the organisation.

In this
respect, the
National Police Academy has been
making its invaluable contribution to
human resource development
through the medium of training and
has been producing and assigning
capable and efficient police
manpower to their respective work
stations right from the time of its
inception. The academy has been
running its training programs
incorporating its two colleges, one
crime investigation school, dog
training school and central police

i —

band battalion while at the regional
level it has been playing the
coordinator's role by giving them
guidelines for training. Moreover
different training programs such as
those related with communication,
traffic, computer and vehicle driving
are run under the aegis of this
academy by different concerned
units.

The training academy is
actively working to impart training
using a more refined and modern
technique. Scholar-trainers well-
versed in their respective areas from
other areas are also invited as well
to run the programs in addition to the

capable and experienced police
officers trained in the country and
abroad. Besides, the physical
assistance rendered by Dr. Stephan
James Males, who had come here
from the United Kingdom as a
consultant to the academy and areas
training centers, apart from his own
direct and active involvement in
training activities, have extended
additional support to the academy.
The academy has been
conducting various activities like

holding seminars, symposium
training and maintaining an
atmosphere of co-operation and
coordination with agencies involved
in training activities. In addition, it has
also been running training programs
for the bureaucrats of civil service
such as section officers and Chief
District Officers just appointed by
the Public Service Commission. The
National Police Academy has also
been conducting special training to
police employees selected to foreign
peace missions from the Nepal
police. Apart from providing field-
related training and training on
investigation and crime scenes, judo,
karate etc, were
also given by the
g academy.

tant, the academy
has sought coop-
eration and coordi-
nation of different
other training insti-
tutions, such as Tribhuvan Univer-
sity, Nepal Administrative Staff Col-
lege, Technical Training Centre,
CTVT etc, which have been playing
acrucial role in training the country’s
Mmanpower.

In the fiscal year 1997-98,
the number of employees who
received training both within the
country and abroad is 4635 in senior
officer level, 1527 in junior officer
level and 5698 in police head
constable and constable levels.
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OPrERATION DEPARTMENT AND FuTure Policy

As part of shouldering the vital
and multi-dimensional responsibility
of maintaining law and order in the
country, the Operation Department
has been established at the police
headquarters for control and
successful prevention of crime and
thus to establish a people's welfare
state in accordance with the
administrative and organizational
structure of the Nepal Police,

As science and technology
continue to make progress, new
technology has appeared among
criminals who have invented new
methods to perpetrate crimes. It has
therefore, become considerably
difficult to identify the criminals and
to deal with them.

Police actions have become
more widespread and complicated
day by day due to open political
environment, growing population and
people’s aspirations. The extremely
violent Maoist terrorist activities
perpetrated in the name of the so-
called “People’s War”, murder of
individuals and explosions which
have been unleashed in the country
over the last few years along with
murder and other criminal activities
carried out by the international mafia
gang have posed a challenge to the
country’s law and order situation .

Under this department, five
regional traffic police offices have
been established with provision for
direct supervision and control of
Traffic Control Division. Districts
with vehicular movement have been
divided into “A”, “B” and “C"
category on the basis of traffic
pressure, District traffic police offices
have been established and these
offices have already started to
function in 20 districts, which fall in
“A" category. As for the districts,
which fall in “B™ and *“C" categories,
there is a concept to gradually establish
district traffic police offices as well
as area traffic police offices based on
their needs and in a phase-wise
manner. Having maintained
coordination with different ministries,
departments and other agencies, a
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beginning has been made to create
public awareness, prepare short-term
and long-term plans for vehicular
movement in the valley, amendment
in traffic training, computerized
accident system analysis, time card
etc. Thus, an effort has been made to
minimize, as far as possible, the
adverse impact of vehicle on pollution
and damages caused by vehicle
accidents.

To build a safe society through
effective crime control measures, a
section named “Crime Control Policy
and Plan Section” has been established
currently under Operation Department
and it has been running various
awareness-generating programs, like
discussion, interaction, seminar and
workshop. Moreover, this section has
envisaged (o prepare necessary
strategies intended to control crimes
and giving directives to units under its
jurisdiction.

Providing security to VIPsisa
very complicated and challenging
work. To ensure security of VIPs,
both from the country and abroad, in
a faultless and effective manner in

accordance with the demand of time,
the Security Division issues necessary
guidelines, appoints P.8.0. and gives
necessary training to security
personnel.

In the process of launching
police operations for various reasons,
such as controlling riots and
processions caused due to rivalries
between political parties, rescuing
victims of natural calamities and
maintaining law and order in the
country, information related with
daily criminal-political events, natural
calamities, law and order situations
are received 24 hours a day from
concerned offices under them. These
information are monitored and passed
on to the concemed authorities and
offices including Home Ministry.

To control the extreme terrorist
activities, a special task force
consisting of specially trained police
personnel has been formed and it has
been achieving its goal effectively as
expected. Moreover, this team also
carries out rescue operation in times
of natural calamities and
emergencies.
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CRrRIMINAL INVESTIGATION

The Fundamental responsibili-
ties of the police are to maintain law
and order, control and prevent crimes
and conduct successful investigation
of crimes. To conduct successful in-
vestigation of crimes already com-
mitted 15 more challenging than pre-
vention and control of crimes.

Incidents of crime are
multiplying due to increasing
communication facilities, expansion
of international criminal gangs, over-
abundance of means of transports,
gradual shift and advancement in the
techniques of committing crimes,
growing population, unplanned
migration, open border etc. Onthe
other hand, lack of skilled manpower,
means of transport, communication
facility and scientific equipment, as
well as difficult geographical terrain
and lack of timely amendment in
existing laws have added
complications to the task of crime
control. Vigorous and efficient steps
intended 1o make Nepal
Police strong and capable
of responding to the needs
of time have been initiated
in the field of crime
investigation. Under this
program, crime
investigation groups have |}
been formed in all the
regional police offices,
regional police unit offices
and district police offices.
From July this year, the
entire power of transfer,
promotion and punishment
of staff from the ranks of
Sub-Inspector of Police to
police constable in Crime
Investigation group have
been delegated to Crime
Investigation Department

o= el Pouce Minsos

which marks the beginning of
attempts at specialization.

Since one of the most
important part of crime investigation
is the subtle investigation of scene
of crime and to collect physical
evidences found there, the Nepal
Police has produced skilled
manpower, who will be appointed as
scene of crime officer in districts,
where crime rates are high.
Moreover, equipment necessary to
collect evidences such as camera,
finger print Kits etc will also be
provided to them.

The Central Forensic
Laboratory has been established at
the premises of National Police
Academy to detect crimes and
offenders. The laboratory shall
function under Crime Investigation
Department. Five units have been
set up under the laboratory providing
advanced training to 10 people in
India on subjects ranging from

e T
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chemistry to narcotic drug,
controversial document, biological
and serum science, arms and
toxicology. However, due to lack of

A comparative study of crimes committed in this
region over the last few years shows that there has been
an increase on crimes like murder, rape, dacoity, vehicle
accidents and abortion while crimes like trafficking and
theft have declined.

Crime statistics have risen because of hectic
activity launch by the police for the investigation of crimes
related with drug abuse, illegal arms, gambling and fake
citizenship certificate. The fact that the crime of theft
has come down by 24% this year is also an indication of
the active role played by the police in crime prevention.

Because of alertness on the part of police,
smuggling has been controlled to the expected level
despite the fact that three zones under this region are
bordered by India.

It has been difficult to maintain law and order
primarily due to Maoist terrorists operating in Udayapur
district and theft and prostitution due to Bhutanese
refugee camps located in different parts of Morang
and Jhapa districts. The Bihari culture of India has left
an impact in areas bordering with Bihar while the impact
of the culture of Darjeeling and Kalimpong is found in
eastern Nepal.

The past one-year had proved full of challenges
from the viewpoint of law and order in this region. The
terrorist activity started in the name of “People’s War”
about Feb. 23, 1996 has now entered the third phase
after completing two phases. During this period, the
terrorists mercilessly bet maimed, crippled and even
murdered different innocent and unarmed people and
created terror among the common people. Assuming
police as their main enemy, they attacked different units
and places, ambushed the police, and murdered them by
using bombs and pipe bombs.

Indian criminals
somctimes cross into Nepal from five districts bordering
India, commit crimes and flee to India. In this area where
vases of sucides are very high murders are committed
not Iy professional murderers in a pre-planned way but
as a result of instant anger. Scattered incidents ol forest
enctuachment are also found in the terai districts of Kailali
and Kanchanpur Similarly, scattered incidents of customs
evasion also take place on some occasions due to open
border. Police are successful in arresting criminals
commitiing serious crimes along with evidences because
they are mobilizing the available resources and their
prodessional shill with understanding and dedication in a
systematic way despite the inconvenience caused by
rugged geographical terrain and shortage of scientific
equipment. Therefore, they are successfully engaged in
crime control and investigation work in this region.

The Maoist terrorists were actively carrying owt
thew activities in Kailali, Achham, Bajura, Bajhang, Baitadi
and Dadeldhura districts of this region.

The growing pressure of
vehicle traffic has given rise to
different problems ranging from road
accidents to environmental pollution.
The problem is all the more serious
in Kathmandu valley where excessive
pressure of vehicular traffic has
further complicated traffic
management activities and the act of
ensuring road security. On the one
hand, vehicles plying on the road are
increasing day by day while on the
other, there has been no concrete
achievements towards road
expansion, building and
management. Only 820 km of the
roads including fair weather and black
topped ones are in operation in the
valley while there is compulsion to
drive 120 thousand vehicles of
different types on these roads. In this
context it is not noteworthy that traffic

e &l Pouce Mmeos

management is done by the police in
the valley without any equipment and
facility solely with the help of traffic
police. While the traffic police guide
the traffic, standing on the middle of
the road , the health of traffic police
is adversely affected due to air
pollution. Data shows that the roads
are increasing at the rate is 2.5
percent while vehicles are increasing
at the rate of 11 percent. Thus , the
uncontrolled vehicle system has given
rise to pollution which has adversely
affected public health. On the other
hand, road accidents have increased
and the pressure of vehicle have
prevented passengers from reaching
their destinations on time.

Under the existing situation
the police organisation has been
developing its traffic police through
quality improvement in a bid to

manage the traffic with available
resources and manpower. Apart from
proper traffic management adopting
measures aimed at reducing road
accidents and formulating and
implementing road plans, the traffic
police has also implemented a variety
of measures aimed at controlling
pollution caused by wvehicle
emissions. The valley traffic police
office has set up a special unit for
measuring pollution and this unit has
been in operation. Arrangement has
been made under which a vehicle may
operate on the road only after
obtaining a certiicate from the unit
that the vehicle is pollution free. The
traffic police has also been running
different programs from time to time
in different phases to educate the
common people and make them
aware of traffic rules and regulations.

Recording of Police Radio Programme

The police today are alert and active to prevent
and control crimes and we are committed for that.
Apart from all the measures taken by the police
organisation in this direction, it has been realised that
the direct or indirect cooperation of the local
community increases effectiveness of the police
function. Therefore various programs and activities
have been launched in this direction to control crimes.

Keeping in view the fact that public cooperation
can not be increased without generating consciousness
among the people, it has been emphasized to
disseminate information and notices to the common
people. Program materials on various police activities,
messages aimed at generating awareness against crimes
and useful composition likely to promote mutual
relations and closer ties among the common people

are being broadcast through the most effective mass
media like radio and television.

Radio Nepal broadcasts 15-minute police
program twice a week and Nepal Television telecasts
"Prahari Anurodh" program once in a fortnight.
Besides, to inform the people police activities and
generate awareness among the people through the
medium of print media, police news bulletin from the
centre and region are sent; articles on police are made
available, and meet the press program are held from
time to time.

The result of the programs carried out through
these communication media are found positive. These
programmes have helped to bring about greater
realisation of the sense of duty and feeling of mutual
co-operation.
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TourisT
PoLice

Tourism is an important industry to earn foreign
currency. The arrival of tourists from different parts of
the world for observing object of natural beauty and
cultural heritage also bolsters the social, economic and
industrial sectors of the country.

Tourist police have been established for tourism
development in the country in accordance with the decision
of His Majesty's Government. They are required to
function in coordination with Tourism Ministry. They
provide necessary advice and suggestions to the tourists,
solve the problems facing them and give them the
impression of their security. The tourist police are mainly
engaged in the task related with tourism, such as, ensuring
safety in tourist areas, continuous inspection in such areas,
making such areas crime-free zone, conducting follow up
and checking in places like travel, trekking agencies and
hotels, which are related with police, and cooperating and
coordinating with Department of Tourism in accordancs
with Tourism Act.

In view of the endeavors being made at the central
level to observe 1998 as “Visit Nepal Year” Tourist police
have also chalked out various programs with special
attention to the security and other problems faced by the
tourists. The program entitled “Guest Security Program”
has been submitted to His Majesty's Government. In
accordance with the decision of His Majesty's
Government, the Nepal Police has made arrangements for
keeping mobile tourist police in important tourist areas
like Kathmandu and Pokhara. Besides tourist police have
developed environment favorable for tourists by
coordinating local people, associations and organisations,
clubs and police in different places including Patan,
Basantput, Thamel and Bhaktapur.

Tourists come to tourist police with a variety of their
problems, such as theft and missing of their belongings,
dishonesty of people towards them and so on. The tourist
police have been resolving their problems in 2
commendable way. In the fiscal year 1997-98, tourists
reported 250 such incidents, of which 235 problems were
solved by tourist police successfully and returned to them
272,744 Nepali rupees, 2490 US dollars and 5,316 Indian
rupees. This shows the importance of the participation of
tourist police for tourism development.
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NAarcotic Drucgs : A CHALLENGE

Hashish destroyed in the presence of people's representatives.

Narcotic drug abuse is a global
problem and Nepal has also been
affected by this menace lo some
extent. Realizing that children fall
victim to this bad habit which might
result in a bleak future of the country
for a long time to come, stringent laws
have been enacted to control drug
abusers. All activities relating to the
production, sale and distribution,
consumption, trafficking and storing
of drugs and their mixtures have been
banned. There is a legal provision
under which even the psychotropic
substances to be used as medicines
cannot be used without
recommendation from physicians.
There is a provision for equal
punishment in Nepal for murdering a
man and committing a drug-related

crime (harsh punishment of 20 years”
imprisonment). Moreover, there is a
provision of imposing a fine of up to
2,000,000 (two million) rupees in
case of drug abuse.

Two ways are adopted
worldwide to control drug-related
crimes, demand reduction and supply
control of drugs. Different non-
governmental organisations are
actively engaged in Nepal to achieve
demand reduction while the police
organization has also established and
is successfully running “Aasara”, the
drug abusers’ reform home since
1997-98 to support this endeavor.
Police have also been working jointly
with different government offices like
office of the Attomey-General, Home
Ministry and  Immigration

Department.

After a careful study of the
growing tendency of crimes related
with narcotic drugs, Nepal signed the
Narcotic Drug Conttol Program of the
United MNations in 1992 and
established Narcotic Drug Control
Enforcement Unit as a separate
special taskforce which will function
under the direct supervision of Home
Ministry. Within a short span of its
founding (within 6 years), it has
opened its branches at prominent
points bordering India, such as
Birgunj, Biratnagar, Kakadbhitta,
Nepalgunj, Bhairahawa and
Mahendranagar and other vulnerable
areas like Pokhara and has achieved
commendable success in controlling
this crime.

The Nepal Police has been
giving importance to women police
since its very inception to provide
service by ensuring the welfare
and interest of women community
and to make women equal partners
in the construction and
development works of the country.
It was in 1951 that women entered
the Nepal Police Service. Women
Police were recruited in Trishuli
and Sanga police posts to perform
the limited duty of searching
women's body. Their
responsibilities were later
upgraded and women police were
assigned to Criminal Investigation
Department and Valley S.P. Office
where they were given additional
responsibilities. Women police
were expanded 1o district police
offices in 1966,

In 1984 the first company of
women police was established to
mobilize women police after

realising their potential to easily
bear the responsibility of any
nature just like their male
counterparts. Then the basic
training for women police was
conducted just like the one
conducted for male police.

The need to carry out timely
reforms appeared to be
indispensable in the role being played
by police and their working style as
a result of the new political
environment after the people’s
movement of 1990 and the
consequenty changes in the socio-
economic environment. In this
connection, the Nepal Police
organized a symposium on crimes
against women and children in 1996.

In a bid to enable women and
children to express their problem
easily before the police to allow the
women police to investiage such
problems as sensitivie matters a
central women police cell has been

established at the central level.
District level women's cells have
also been set up in Kathmandu,
Lalitpur, Morang, Kaski and
Rupendehi districts to give a new
dimension and make the police
service people-oriented.

Women  police have
accomplished, success both at the
UN international peace keeping
operations and maintaining law and
order at the domestic front as a
district police chief. Currently,
women police are making wide-

of the country. It has also been es-
tablishing rule of law by ensuring
democratic norms and values and giv-
ing full guarantee to the people
about their security. Accordingly,
it has further refined its various
aspects including organizational
structure, division of work, train-
ing management, crime c'c-nlml. '
investigation etc. According to
our traditional reactive style of |
police functioning, it is the prac-
tice to become active towards re-
solving a problem only after the
incident takes place. Proactive
Policing under which police
speculate in advance about the
possible events, problems and
risks and become active in advance
by mobilizing people’s participation
through awareness programs to con-
trol and prevent such possible events,
problems and dangers. In this con-
nection, many police programs are
under way.

. Community Police Service

As the area of police operation
is society the cooperation of society
is indispensable for police. Therefore,
the concept of community police was
introduced for the first time in 1982
in Kathmandu under the program
“Chhimeki Police™ to win people’s

i confidence and receive their

cooperation, but the program
was discontinued after 1990,

Subsequently, community
service was implemented
again in  Kathmandu,
Maharajgunj in 1995, Chabahil
in 1996 and Naya Baneswor
in 1998 by involving citizens
directly, implemented in the
form of a pilot project, the
program to foster good
relationship between police and local
people and proved effective in police
performance. Therefore, in the
process of its expansion outside the
capital, additional police centers were
opened in Itahari, Dharan and Duhabi
and two places of Syanja in 2054 BS.
In order to make this programs more
effective and formulate a new policy,
a 3-day workshop seminar on

"Community Police™ was organized
on March 23-25, 1998,
2. School Liaison Police Program
The program was first
introduced only in Kathmandu in 1994
to make students understand how
they could be protected against social
aberrations, how different social
aberrations and crimes could be
controlled and how mutual relationship
and coordination between student and
police could be maintained.
Currently, the program has
been expanded to districts in all the
five regions of the country. An

interaction program was held at
Mahendra Police Club on May 13 1998
to share views among one another
with the participation of the Nepal
Police, teachers of schools located in
Kathmandu valley, representatives of
Curriculum Development Centre and
District Education Offices.
3. PuBLic AWARENESS PROGRAM
AGAINST GIRLS-TRAFFICKING

There are a large number of
incidents in which Nepalese girls of
low economic status residing in
different remote hilly districts are being
trafficked to different countries
including India, Hongkong, Dubai,
Arabian Countries and Thailand with
various temptation, in the name of
employment and are sexually exploited
there. The Nepal Police has been
running different public awareness
programs in the affected districts over
the last few years in order to
minimize such crime. A
memorandum of understanding
has been signed between Nepal
Police and UNICEF to draw up a
long-term plan designed to control
this crime which is the problem
for the whole country. A plan of
d action being envolved jointly by
i the both sides is in the final stage.

Terepmone 100

Five telephone services of
telephone no. 100 have been
brought into service by installing
the telephones in Police Control
Room in order to make police service
readily available to the common
people. In addition, different police
units all over Kathmandu valley have
been linked through this number and
all of these offices functioning under
one communication network for 24
hours a day. Similarly, telephone nos.
120, 130 and 140 have also been
installed recently and police service is
being rendered to the common people
promptly and smoothly once they
contact ther police through these
telephone numbers.
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PoLice ActioN AGAINST TERRORISTS

Many terrorist
organisations and activities are
operaling in many countries of =&
the world today.

Although the terrorist
activities have been started by
making as their base the
remote, hilly and least
developed districts such as
Rukum, Rolpa and Salyan
where the majority of people are
illetrate.

In the wake of these
activities launched by the police,
considerable slackness has been
noted in the activities of the
terrorists these days on the hand,
while on the other, many
terrorists have started to
renounce their activities and are
surrendering to the police.

Police have seized high-
© quality explosives, 36 grenade
ll and weapons used by the

terrorists. The police have
successfully arrested their leaders and
workers and legal action has been
initiated against them.

In order to control in time, the
activities of terrorist, the need to
establish a separate unit was felt and
a proposal was submitted to His
Majesty’s Government in 1995, The
proposal has been rattified and a unit
established in accordance with the
proposal has started functioning.
