Another objective
is to widen specializational trainings in
order to enhance the necessary skills of
every police member to enable him to
fulfill his responsibilities. The services
of a consultant from the highly-
regarded British police have been
made available to the Mational Police
Academy for a year so that the Nepal
Police can gain from the experience
and specialty of the British police.

It is unfortunate that the time we
ought to be spending in regular
training is spent on maintaining law
and order in an environment where
certain individuals and organizations
create chaos for their personal benefits.
In this context, it is very necessary that
we incorporate the suggestions given
to us by the Police Reform
Recommendation Commission so
that we can formulate short-term and
long-term goals for our organization,
As we wish to be more public-
oriented, we want to point out

It is common that
terrorists take advantage of political
differences and social and religious
strife.

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activities in our country also, Nepal
Police has initiated anti-terrorist
procedures.

Since gathering information aboul
lerrorist movements and preparing
appropriate security measures lie
within the responsibility of the police,
the establishment of an unit to
exchange information with national
and international police organizations
is a priority issue.

Nepal Police is specially aware of
the enhancement of police morale
through various welfare schemes. We
have paid special attention to service in
education, health and other sectors. For
this it has established a Welfare Plan
under which various sectors of the
police and its family will be provided
with services. The organization is also
working toward building a Police
Memorial to remember those police in
Nepal's history who have given their
lives in the service of the country.
Those police members who have
retired are also given priority in the
police plan. The administrative
division has been entrusted with the
responsibility of ensuring that these
retirees are able to make a honorable
living after retirement and that they are
in constant contact with the
organization so that their help can be
sought in police work.

Given the changing conditions of
today's world, and in order for Nepal
Police to have effective span of
control, decision flexibility, and quality
of service in police work, two specific
departments have been entrusted with
specific police functions. In this
context, it is therefore appropriate that
we include the opinions of the heads of
the Operation Department and the
Administration Department regarding
the achievement and future plans,

Operation Department

Additional Inspector General of
Police Achyut Krishna Kharel, who
joined the police service as gazetted
officer through an open competition in
1970, has worked in wvarious
departments and has gained immense
valuable experiences nationally and
internationally. Decorated with

Trishakti Patta Il by His Majesty the
King, he is known as a progressive
officer in the department. Since taking
over as chief of the Operation Depart-
ment, he has efficiently implemented
various plans and programs of His
Majesty's Governmenl incorporating
the line of actions of the Inspector
General. In his opinion, political strife,
infinite expectations of the public and
increasing industrialization have
provided new challenges in the area of
security. Towards this end, the crime
investigation department and the
security department under the
Operation Department have been
operating with specific goals.

Focusing more on erime control
than in crime investigation has led to
a significant decrease in criminal
activities in the country. For crime
control, Nepal Police has been
employing activities such as a
scientific approach in mobile patrolling
and foot patrolling, communication
and information sharing from the

public, and inculcate awareness among
the public about crime prevention. [n
the area of crime investigation, a
necessity is felt for a scientific
laboratory where the evidence to a
criminal case can be corroborated
scientifically. In this context, it is
appropriate to mention that the police
have totally abandoned the traditional
way of proving the confession from
criminals through inhumane manner.

It is the police's duty to ensure that
the public feels secure to go about its
daily routine. Therefore, Nepal Police
has been stressing that public
complaints and reports should be
solved with objectivity, courage and
an attitude of service. As the police is
also directly responsible for providing
security to the head of the government,
appropriate training and human
resources have been optimized to
provide maximum security. Technical
assistance will be further incorporated
to enhance security of VVIP and other
special dignitaries in the future.
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At the request of the United
Nanons, Nepal Police has sent 50
officials to former Yugoslavia and 50
to Mozambique. The U.N. section
snder the Operation Department has
the job of co-ordinating among the
Nepalese contingent, United Nations
and other departmenis.

As  communication is the
foundation of good police work, Nepal
Police has established HF stations in
244 areas and VHF stations in 161
areas of the country in fiscal year
1993/94. As for vehicle distribution,
siarting this year even the "Ka"
category area police offices have been
provided with wvehicles. In the
Kathmandu Valley, all ward police
offices and almost all area police
offices are equipped with vehicles. The
sumber of new vehicles of various
types provided during the fiscal year
1993/94 was 162, with more planned
m the future.

Administration Department

Additional Inspector General of
Police Dhruba Bahadur Pradhan has
been successfully performing his
duties at various departments since he
woined the police service. A Bachelor
in Law and Science and a Master in
FPublic Administration, he has been
specially active in development of the
Blueprints for police organization in
the past and has worked in the Police
Reform Recommendation
Commission.

He states that the Administration
Department has been moving forward
with its immediate and long-term goals
in the multi-faceted development
efforts of the organization. The
department has been meticulous in
remaining within its budget and at the
same time utilizing the human
resources to the maximum degree so
that the public can view the police in a
more positive light.

*In order to prevent the violence that
might emanate from the protests,
gatherings and strikes in our new
democracy, one unit of riot control
battalion each has been established in
the country's central region and eastern
region. In the coming days, there will
be a Capital Police in Kathmandu.
The computer section has been totally
activated. The local area networking
within the Police Headquarters will be
completed this year and wide area
networking is our next priority. A
software system is also being
developed to keep our police and
criminal records.

The Administration Department
has been moving forward in
developing course materials designed
to make the police more cautious
towards human rights, cultural
sensitivity and other human factors in
their work.

Appropriate all round development
of human resources in the organization
has been stressed at the National Police
Academy. The old training courses and

materials have been reviewed and
replaced by new updated materials.
Even in the field of sports, at the
central level a multi-gym and a billiard
board have been installed, which will
soon be a common feature at regional
levels.

To increase the safety of police
personnel and their work potential,
procurement of standard quality
individual equipment and unit
equipment has been emphasized. In the
area of physical facilities, Nepal Police
has constructed 51 buildings this vear,
with 79 under construction throughout
the Kingdom. Similarly, 330 ropanis of
land have been purchased while 770
ropanis have been acquired through
public help.

Under the Police Welfare Flan. a
shopping complex in Butwal and in
Kathmandu's Bhrikuti Mandap are
under construction. In education,
Dipendra Police Boarding School has
been active in providing education to
the children of the police. Similarly,
economic assistance of Rs. 200 per
month for the education of the bright
children of police constables in 75
districts has been initiated from this
year onwards. A plan is already
underway (o construct a 15-bed
regional hospital in the far western
region.

It is not an exaggeration to say that
the golden past of Nepal Police is
guiding its present and will take it to
the bright rays of the future.

Better training for better policing

Nepal Police has played an
important role in maintaining the
government priority of "Peace &
Security” and will keep doing so in the
future. Given the changed political
system and the rapidity with which the
social environment is changing, Nepal
Police has realized the need for
modernization in the police work
system.

It is not an exaggeration to say that
the work system of any organization
depends on the way it deals with its
workers. In order to usher in
modernization in the work system, to
foster professional knowledge and
skills, and to change orthodox views, it
is necessary to develop the human
resources of an organization. This can
be done through training, teaching,
awareness-development activities, and
workshops and seminars.

To develop human resources, Nepal
Police has established the National
Police Academy (NPA), Armed Police
Training Center and Central Dog
Training Center at the central level and
has established police training centers
in five areas at the regional level. In
these academies and centers, training
sessions are being conducted according
to the directions of the central office of
Nepal Police. The following number of
training sessions were conducted
during the fiscal year 1993/94:

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In the National Police Academy,
basic and special trainings are
provided to senior police officers and
junior police officers. In the Regional
Police Training Centers, various types
of trainings are provided to junior
police officers and police constables.
Similarly, the Armed Police Training
Center is responsible for training on
various police operations, whereas the
Central Police Dog Training Center
provides training on dog handling.

Morcover, National Police
Academy provides training to workers
associated with governmental and non-
governmental organizations, such as
Chief District Officer (CDO), section

officers (BAT), army officers and
lawyers. Accordingly, police officers
also partake in trainings conducted by
other non-police administrative
organizations. Police officers get
trained in management at the Nepal
Staff College, airport security at the
Civil Aviation Training Institute, and
finance management at the Revenue
Management Training Institute.

Nepal Police has kept in mind the
advantages of job specialization while
advancing professional knowledge and
upgrading of skills. This is specially
important in the context of today's
increasing  population, rapid
advancement of science, imitation of
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Western cultures, changing political
scenario, changing social mores,
increasing terrorism, communal and
religious fundamentalism, coupled
with problems generated by the
infinite expectations of the public.

Among the various responsibilities
performed by the police, crime
investigation is an integral
responsibility. Nepal Police has given
its priority in trying to develop the
Crime Investigation and Detection
Wing making it more specific and
independent. It is essential that legal
validity is encompassed in its various
stages of investigation. For this.
British police consultant Dr. Stephen
James Males and Mrs. Wendy Males
are actively involved in the review and
design of appropriate training
stralegies,

In a world of increasing terrorism,
Nepal Police recently established an
anti-terrorist cell and training design
for the anti-terrorist task force.

To meet the demands of ever
expanding police organization, it 15
essential that Nepal Police has police
officers trained in the much-needed
managerial and organizational skills.
For this, special emphasis has been
directed to develop management
trainings for all the supervisors and
mid-level managers. Trainings like
these will be greatly aided by the
knowledge gained by Nepalese police
trainers and distinguished police
officers in various seminars and
training in the country and abroad.

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Women police make their mark

Both men and women are expected
to participate in the overall development
of the nation. Therefore, inspired by the
development in women's educational
consciousness, women, along with men,
have been involved with dedication in
the nation's service, which has led to a
steady growth in their activities.

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Study visits reinvigorate friendly relations

With a view to maintaining and
fostering Nepal Police's relations and
rapport with the police organizations
of other countries, and thereby adding
newer dimensions to Nepal Police's
own multifaceted operations, Inspector
General of Police Motilal Bohara led a
delegation to the People's Republic of
China and South Korea from May 14
to 16, 1994.

The delegation included Deputy
Inspector General of Police Ram Kaji
Bantawa, Senior Superintendent of
Police Shahabir Thapa, and Deputy
Superintendent of Police Amod
Chandra Gurung. The visits were
made at the invitations of the
government of the People’s Republic
of China and the Police Agency of
South Korea.

These visits were the first of its
kind in the history of Nepal Police.
The dialogues between the Chinese
delegation, led by the Vice Minister of
Internal and General Security, and the
Nepalese representation were cordial.
During the exchange, the hosts
highlighted on China's police
organization, judicial system and the
current situation faced by China in the
wake of burgeoning and defying crime
rale, and the policies promulgated to
confront it.

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Community Police: Making friends

It is the objective of the
Community Police Service to develop
in members of the community the
feeling that "police are for us”. This
way the police can create an
environment of participation from
community members, who can then
work hand-in-hand with the police 1o
fight crime and other social diseases.

This objective fully materialized in
the formation of Community Police
Service in Wards 3 and 4 of
Maharajgunj starting on New Year's
Day, B.S. 2051, Baisakh 1. For this
purpose, a coordinating commitlee
chaired by Additional Inspector
General, Administration Department,
was formed at Police Headquarters. In
addition, a workforce chaired by
Deputy Superintendent of Police was

organized to supervise the work. A
community service working committee
was formed in the area, under which
three work bodies are actively working
towards the goal: 1) Environmental
Protection; 2) Youth Activities; and 3)
Crime Prevention.

The working committee has acted
as a coordinator to ensure maximum
community participation in the tasks of
the workforce,

The committee's help and
coordination have enabled the police 1o
involve the public in various activities
such as planting trees, youth activities,
clean-up campaigns, protection of the
Ring Road's Green Belt, and training
programs, Community representatives
and members have said that this
association with the police has not only

made them see the police as their
friend, but it has also reduced domestic
violence and other undesirable
activities in the area. The success of
the Community Police Service has
encouraged participants to develop the
program in other wards of Maharajgunj
in the fiscal year 1994/95, Preliminary
work has already started towards
constructing a community police
office, a community hall, and 2
children's park with active help from
the police.

To ensure that community service
doesn't remain a mere program but
becomes part of the working style of
the police, course materials have also
been included in the project to give
maximum knowledge to each police
member.
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School Liaison Program
reaches out to students

There can be no divergent opinions
about the fact that our youths are our
future leaders and that they will carry
with them to the future what we teach
them now. Accordingly, anticipating
help from the youth in police work,
Nepal Police has started the School
Liaison Program since June 1993 in
some schools of the Kathmandu Valley.

The program involves teaching
school kids about police activities,

v

traffic rules and laws, environment,
drugs, and crime control. At first,
discussions were held with the
principals of St. Xavier's, St. Mary's,
Mahendra Bhawan, Galaxy, and Little
Angels schools. A pilot program
teaching ninth and tenth grade students
of St. Mary’s and Mahendra Bhawan for
three days was conducted in the
preliminary stage. Positive feedback
obtained from the program encouraged
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the Police Headquarters to establish a

School Liaison Program cell under a

Deputy Superintendent of Police to

clarify to the schools the following

factors of the program:

|. Objective of the School Liaison
Program

2. Subjects to be taught and the days
the program would be conducted

3. Foundations of school contact and
the way it would be conducted

4. Number of schools to be served per
year

5. Appropriate human resources
needed for the School Liaison
Program

6. Method of evaluating the School
Liaison Program

A small brochure that briefly
familiarized the participants with the
above factors was distributed at various
schools. Nepal Police has conducted
classes at 15 schools in the Kathmandu
Valley involving 2,100 students.

In order to make the program even
more effective, individuals who had
been involved in anti-social activities,
drug abuse, pick pocketing, theft and
other such acts were also taken to the
schools. The ex-criminals talked to the
students about their experience with
these illegal activities and the
subsequent personal harm and negative
results they suffered and thus helped in
the effort to raise public awareness
about crime control, In addition,
informative audio/visual programs
were also used in an interesting manner
to teach students about crime control
and social diseases.

An advisory committee has also
been formed under the chairmanship of
Additional Inspector General of Police
of Police Headquarters, Administrative
Division, to direct and advise the
School Liaison Program.

The School Liaison Program has
been very effective so far. The schools'
reactions show that thé program has
been beneficial, and there is a demand
lo make the program regular. Other
schools have also requested to have the
program conducted with their students.
Principals of various schools have
requested that the program be
conducted regularly to be even more

the necessity of a book concerning the
police which could be included in the
moral science curriculum at schools.

Similarly, various schools have
indicated that they are keen to involve
their students in helping the police with
traffic control in Kathmandu.
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Police in international peace

The Uniled MNations has been initiating
an appreciably vital role in its attempis to
mitigate escalating worldwide
confrontations perpetuated by civil wars
and provoked by external interventions.
Nepal has also been lending the necessary
support by despatching Royal Nepalese
Army contingents to such trouble spots.
Since the end of 1991, the Nepal Police too
has been inducted into the UN initiatives as
observers.

While on the one hand, the UN call
allows the Nepal Police to contribute to

wrh atafre wairfes
Tha AIGF with Nepatese and foraign monitors durnng the inspaction tour in Yugoslavia.
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such international efforts, on the other
hand, it also provides opportunities to the
Nepal Police participants to intermingle
professionally with police observers of
other nations. This yields a helpful
practical knowledge about their foreign
counterparts while the imprint of the Nepal
Police observers also falls on those from
these participating countries. The
participation also facilitates the UN itself
to feel the Nepalese presence. In addition,
such participatory forays outside Nepal
provide the Nepal Police personnel a

r

unique experience in organizational skills,
and the experience helps to consolidate
their confidence as well.

At present, the UN program continues
to despatch Nepal Police personnel to
Cambodia, Yugoslavia and Mozambique as
Civilian Police Observers. There have so
far been 311 police officers and men
assigned in these and other countries. In
the year 1993-94 alone, Nepal has seen 150
officers and men off to foreign countries
for the purpose. There was but one Police
Officer sent to Yogoslavia on B.S.
2048/11/23. By now 175 officers and men
have been there, and the exercise continues
to this day.

As Civilian Police Observers, 86
officers and men left for Cambodia on B.S.
2049/4/22 under the command of the then
Senior Superintendent of Police (SSP).
While this contingent has already returned
after successful completion of its mission,
another contingent of 50 officers under the
command of a Superintendent of Police has
already been forwarded to Mozambigue.
Such sojoumns have found the officers and
men reinvigorated in their professionalism
and novel in their thought processes upon
their return.

In such perspectives, which have
provided the Nepal Police opportunities for
organizational skill improvement while
also having placed them on the world
stage, it is strongly felt that it is time that
the Nepal Police should as well be
involved in UN peace-keeping initiatives.
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The fight against crime

Even in the face of
burgeoning population, rapid
urhanization, increasing
migration, and novel
techniques in committing
crimes, the Nepal Police, in
comparison to its counterparts
in other countries, has been
continuously active in crime
prevention, and appreciably
successful in crime
investigation. The fact that
there has not been any
alarming increase in crimes in
proportion to the increase in
population in Nepal itself
speaks for the considerable
success of the Nepal Police.

A study of the crimes committed during the year in Nepal,
shown in the following charts, indicates a comparative
decrease with regards to the previous year, in such categories
as robberies, armed robberies, murders, women trafficking,
thefis, and abortions due to the vigilance of the police.

There has been a slight increase in culpable homicide
amounting to murder, rape, and drug abuse this year. The
study also inexplicably shows, based on investigative
evidentials, that culpable homicide amounting to murders,
instead of being premeditated and conspiratorial, were largely
committed out of immediate furious rage arising from on-the-
spot quarrels or arguments.

Likewise, the study also
shows the increase in rapes to
be a demonstration of
society's intent not to subvert
the knowledge of such crimes
and thereby not to allow such
offenses to go unpunished.
This phenomenon is a result
of a development in social
awareness — a factor very
crucial in assisting the police
to discourage and prevent
such crimes.

An analysis of the crimes
committed in the Kingdom
reveals the Teral lowlands as
being more prominent in
dacoity and murders, dacoity,
robbery, and premeditated murders. The hills and the
Himalayan regions are more conspicuous for accidental
homicide, suicide by hanging, premeditated murders, women
trafficking, and robberies; while the more densely populated
areas, such as towns and cities, show a bigger draw in
robberies, premeditated murders, common crimes, suicides,
and drug offenses.

The Nepal Police force feels psychologically nurtured by
His Majesty's Government's constructive attitudes and the
befitting steps in making Nepal Police able, capable and
suitably equipped in order to maintain a serene society
through invigilating the criminal atmosphere in the country.

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Regional crime stature and nature

Each development region of Nepal has its crime stature and
nature profile. Each region's regional police chief expresses his
views on the subject in the following manners:

Deputy Inspector General of Police Govind Karma

Thapa, Eastern Region:

In comparison to last year, the present year has seen an
increase in culpable homicide amounting to murder, rapes and
theft whereas there has been a decrease in dacoity and murders,
robberies, abortions, women trafficking, traffic accidents, and,
common crimes. Even illegal smuggling activities, as naturally
facilitated by the open Nepal-India border, have been
adequately checked in the eastern region.

At present, due to the influx of Bhutanese refugees in the
camps of Jhapa and Morang, a few cases of thefts and
prostitution have been reported. Arguments and confrontations,
rising mainly from the frustration and disenchantment between
the local people and the refugees, have also been witnessed. In
this case, the refugee scenario is seen as a major problem.
Being contiguous with India's West Bengal state, and specially
being in close contact with Darjeeling and Kalimpong, the
eastern region is influenced by Indian social ethos.

Central Region:

In comparison to other crimes, this region has registered an
increase in common crimes, robberies and traffic mishaps. Due
to the influx of effective communication media, people’s
awareness and the vigilance of the police, heinous crimes such
as women trafficking have decreased, whereas drug addiction
and rapes have increased, though not in proportion to the rapid
rise in population. At present, this region has experienced,
specially in the towns and cities, such crimes as looting by
throwing chili powder in the eyes of the victims, snatching of
ornaments and purses by young and unemployed delinguents,
cheating people by promising them foreign employment, and
promoting "bumper” lotteries and raffles to eventually vanish
with the loot. The capital city of Kathmandu being situated in
this region, it is inhabited by foreigners and residents of all
districts of Nepal, and therefore, it is influenced by many types

of social affectations. The proliferation of fashion, drugs ang
prostitution is one of the side effects of this environment. The
police is required to remain active with the expected support of
the populace and with social awareness in order to check such
crimes.

Heinous crimes and drug-dealings have decreased this year
in comparison to the past due 1o police efforts. Suicides and
vehicle accidents have been on a slight rise. The road accidents
have been mainly due to lack of police manpower as well
due to insufficient coordination with the transport management
department. More importantly, this region has experienced the
problem of smuggling of Indian-registered vehicles which has
been now lessened due to police vigilance and extensive
patrolling. This region consists of Pokhara, Bhairawa, Gulmi,
and other districts which are home to the Gurungs and Magars
who serve in the British and Indian Armies, and thus this
region is influenced by western and military culture.

urban area of Nepalgunj has occasional cases of burglary
through lock-breakage, shutter vandalism and tunneling.
Because of clampdown on drugs, the addicts have tended to
avail themselves of drugs by crossing the border [into India].
This region has seen an overall increase in common crimes
caused by facile, fabricated and political and administrative
intrigues. In all the Terai districts of this region, all being
contiguous with Uttar Pradesh state of India, there is an imprint
of Indian culture whereas the hilly regions are imbued with old
and traditional Nepalese aura.

Far Western Region:

This region seems to have the least number of crimes in
comparison to other regions, Common crimes, culpable
homicide amounting to murder, theft, and traffic accidents
occur rather negligibly while other types of crimes are almost
non-existent. Women's awareness groups have consolidated
their voices against alcohol and tobacco. This movement has
helped to lessen social evils and crimes. This region is home
to the Thakuris who have strong feelings of communality.

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Cracking down on drugs

The Nepal Police have, with
effective and determined endeavors,
been successful in achieving positive
results in controlling the problem of
narcotic drugs. Trainings and seminars
to enhance mutual cooperation,
coordination and to acquire new
techniques and exchange information
have helped to make drug control
efforts more extensive. )

The Nepal Police is taking drug
control as a challenge, and the series of
successes that have been achieved in

the arrest of drug dealers, traffickers
and possessors, seizure of narcotics,
and destruction of marijuana and
opium crops are illustrated by the
statistics for this year.

The Drug Abuse Control Legal
Implementation Unit, which was
established to take charge of drug
control efforts and to investigate into
drug offenders and to initiate legal
action against them, has been
vigorously carrying out its
responsibilities and has played a

v

commendable role in breaking up the
activities of such elements.

The Unit has achieved notable
gains in busting narcotic drug
operations in the Capital in particular.
The Unit plans to extend its branches
and sub-branches to different parts of
the Kingdom in the days ahead.

Practical training programs,
designed to involve the maximum
number of police officers and
constables, have been conducted in the
headquarters of all the 14 zones by
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experts of the Drug Abuse Control
Legal Implementation Unit and the
narcotic drug section of Police
Headquarters, The training program is
expected to be of tremendous help to
police personnel in the control of
drugs.

The problem of drug abuse is of an
international nature and it has also
been seeping into every sphere of our
modern society. The Mepal Police has
thus been initiating efforts to develop
public consciousness and cooperation
with respect to the arrest and
punishment of drug peddlers and
abusers.

Along with controlling drug
dealing and trafficking, the treatment
and rehabilitation of drug abusers is
also of utmost importance. However,
there is no integrated rehabilitation
center in Nepal where services can be
provided to all, thus it is essential that
a rehabilitation center to be run by the
police be established. If the resources
necessary for such a center can be
made available and if police
manpower who will be involved in its
operation can be given appropriate
training, it will be an immense aid in
checking the drug problem.

A study of the statistics for
narcotics seizures and arrests show a
rise this year in comparison to
previous years. The increase reflects
the greater successes that have been
achieved by the police through more
active involvement and effective
action in terms of drug control and
arrest of offenders.

Nepal Police has formed a human
rights cell to observe and alert
concerned police officials to ensure
that no human rights violations occur
while the police go about their regular
duties. This is a clear reflection of the
commitment of Nepal Police to human
rights ideals.

Amnesty International Nepal, an
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[m’ganizmiun that strives to protect
“human rights in the country, has
published a report in which it has
highlighted the protection of human
rights maintained by Nepal Police. At
the same time, the report has also
pointed out instances when human
rights were not observed by the police.
Guided by both the negative and the
positive observations, Nepal Police is
determined to gain public trust in the
forthcoming days. Recently, senior
officials of Nepal Police participated in
a three-day conference on Human
Rights and Policing organized by
Nepal Red Cross Society at the Nepal
Police Academy in Maharajgunj.
During the conference, comprehensive
discussions and exchange of opinions
took place regarding human rights and
police work. The organizers of the
conference expressed appreciation for
the awareness, interest and
commitment that Nepal Police and its
members have shown towards human
rights.

Appreciation for Nepal Police's
commitment towards human rights was
also expressed by the Rt. Hon. Prime
Minister, who spoke a1t a gathering of
distinguished police officers during the
last week of Bhadra, He also urged the
police to keep up their good work in
protecting human rights. Similarly, the
Home Minister said that human rights
organizations within and outside Nepal
have praised Nepal Police's work in
protecting human rights during the past
year.

We can be assured that the interest
shown by the leadership of the
Inspector General of Police and other
high officials, coupled with various
programs and conference on human
rights, will enhance the image of Nepal
Police among the general population.

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New drive in traffic management

The control of traffic, enforcement of
laws and regulations to facilitate orderly
movement of traffic, and action to
prevent and investigate road accidents
are among the major duties of the police.
It is also the responsibility of the police,
as mentioned in the Police Act, to ensure
order at festivals, mass meetings and
processions and provide security for
public transport as well as maintain
smooth operation of traffic during such
times,

The implementation of traffic
regulations, road condition and
characteristics, and traffic awareness
Play an important role in improved traffic
management.

On top of the traffic management
problems brought about by rapid increase
in industrialization and urban population
resulting in hundreds of untimely deaths
and thousands of injuries every year,

woh
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there are 1,39,434 registered vehicles
running on the 7,692 km of roads of the
Kingdom. The pressure on traffic
management is shown by the fact that
there are 15 motor vehicles for every
kilometer of road.

Even under these challenging
circumstances, the traffic police have
been effectively engaged in maintaining
orderly traffic and preventing accidents.
The police have also been initiating a
variety of programs with respect to road
safety, enforcement of traffic regulations,
and raising traffic consciousness. At the
same time, the police are carrying oul
strict checks of motor vehicles in an
effort to control air pollution caused by
vehicular exhaust.

Police in environmental protection
The Nepal Police have always been
at the forefront in environmental

protection efforts. The police have been
giving major importance (o
environmental protection, even though it
does not lie within their primary duties,
because of the effects of environmental

poellution on  control of social
degradation.
Local Police Units have been

engaged in carrying out programs like
protection of green belts and
afforestation for community health and
cleanliness by encouraging and
mobilizing the participation of the local
people.  The  Nepal Police

Mountaineering Adventure Foundation
has set an example by being the first to
undertake a clean-up of Sagarmatha.
Afforestation programs have been an
integral part of police activities and they
are being carried out on an extended
scale.
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Staying healthy with sports

NMepal Police has the delicate
responsibility of maintaining law and
order in Mepalese society. In this
aspect, Nepal Police boasts of a
glorious history of providing excellent
instances of fulfilling this duty in the
most challenging of situations. Nepal
Police has travelled everywhere - the
Terai, the remote hills, the Himalaya -
to live up to the high morals of police
service,

In order to successfully execute
their jobs, police officials have to be

mentally and physically healthy. To
emphasize the importance of health,
Mepal Police has participated in
various activities, from general police
sports to adventurous exploits in
mountaineering, and has left stamps of
success, On the one hand, sports helps
the police to generate confidence,
endurance, vitality, and cultivate
cooperation; on the other hand, it
enkindles enthusiasm and dedication in
the Nepalese youth,

After the establishment of Nepal
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Police Mountaineering and Adventure
Foundation in 1976, six mountains in
Nepal have been successfully climbed
by police officials. They are: Tukuche-
6920 m (in 1976), Pabil-7102 m (in
1978), Bhrikuti-6987 m and
Kareylung-6881 m (in 1982),
Lobuche-6119 m (climbed by a women
police expedition in 1984), and
Annapurna IV-7525 m (in 1985)
Additionally, in 1984, the police
successfully completed the clean-up
campaign on Mi. Everest despite the
sad death of two police members. On
September 30, members of the Nepal
Police, in a joint-expedition with
Japan's Shinsu University, climbed the
recently-opened Gyajikang mountain
{7083 m) in Manang district. The team
had left for the mountain on September
7. This joint expedition team is the first
squad on the mountain.

To enhance the health of police
officials, a multi-gym was established
in Mahendra Police Club this year. A
billiard table has been set up at the
club to add variety to entertainment
and sports.

During the fiscal vear 1993/94
various sports competitions were held
at the central, regional and zonal
levels. Squash, chess and lawn tennis
competitions were initiated last year
throughout the Kingdom. Members of
the police sports team put up an
impressive performance even at
national level competitions, The
following table highlights their
achievements:

Nepal Police operates even in adverse conditions and dire
situations in the remotest regions of the country, and faces
such contingencies as tragic mishaps, natural calamities ang
accidents, and has acted responsibly towards fulfilling it
public duties and service-oriented functions while
maintaining peace, security and carrying out rescue
operations during emergencies.

Police personnel have succumbed, and have beep
physically incapacitated, in the line of duty. Natural
calamities have claimed the families of incumbent personne
as well as their retired brethren. Therefore, Nepal Police has
established the Police Welfare Fund and Police Relief Fund
to extend necessary relief, services and welfare to the serving
as well as retired police personnel and their families. Such
welfare programs shall be broadened in the years to come.

Various programs have been initiated to make such
welfare projects financially viable and motivated: operation
of petrol pumps (gas stations) at Pathlaiya, Kakarbhitta and
Kathmandu; a shop and house leasing enterprise in Syangja; a
dhaka weaving center in Dharan, a sewing and knitting
project at Bharatpur and also at Maharajgunj in Kathmandu.

Further, a shopping complex each at Kathmandu and
Butwal is being managed; a living quarters complex for
junior officers is being constructed at Maharajgunj; and 2
parcel of land has been purchased for a police housing
complex in Kavre district.

Employment-generating sewing and knitting training
schemes have been established in Dharan, Bharatpur and
Maharajgunj in Kathmandu to provide opportunities to non-
skilled and semi-skilled family members of the police
personnel.

With a view to imparting guaranteed and standard
education to the children of the Police personnel, the cenef
and all five development regions have Dipendra Police
Schools where education is provided accordingly and in
subsidized consideration. This noble task has been paossibl¢
through finances made available from the Relief and Welfare
Funds as well as the increase in the number of [fee-paying]
students. The regional Dipendra Police schools have plans 10
accept students from the 7th standard upto the secondar
level whereas the Dipendra Police Boarding School at th¢
center [Sanga) has introduced 1042 scheme from this yed
Scholarships are also offered to deserving students from al
the 75 districts of the country.

Those of the police personnel suffering from maladies
which are non-treatable in Nepal and thus requiring
treatments abroad are extended financial assistance from the
Police Welfare Fund. The Fund has also facilitated the
Birendra Police Hospital with a fixed deposit of Rs.
6,500,000 towards providing hospital beds and medical
wreatment for incumbent as well as retired police personnel.
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The establishment of Birendra Police hospital has
contributed to a positive build-up in the psyche of the
police personnel. On the hospital's future plans for
enhancement, the Medical Director, Acting Deputy
Inspector General of Police Premial Shrestha says: "There
has been a positive outlook in the psyche of the police
personnel since the inception of the hospital to cater to the
medical needs of the serving police force, their families as
well as the retired personnel. In addition, based on
necessity and situation, the provision for treatment in the
country or abroad has lent an extra enthusiasm to their
efficiency. Of course, the hospital itself is ever effortful in
providing high standard of services. Accordingly, based on
priorities, there is a projection for each development
region to have its own region-level police hospital with
the further development of the Birendra Police Hospital as
the central hospital. There is also a plan to have the beds
increased to 200 from the present 150, and the installation
of CT Scan, MRI and other modern medical equipment.”

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More plans are afoot to develop the
infrastructure of the welfare projects
and their enhancement by operating an
additional petrol pump (gas station) in
the Kathmandu Valley, obtaining a
tanker, purchasing motor cycles out of
the welfare funds and distributing
them to the police personnel on
installments. In addition, purchasing of
a parcel of land to construct private
houses for police personnel is in the
offing. Under the scheme of the Police
Welfare Fund, a sum of Rs. 87,11,200
has been disbursed within a period of
17 months ending July 1994,

Certain income-generating
activities are being carried out to
continue the welfare activities by
renting out of samiana tents and other
items, organizing cultural shows,
utilization of profits accrued from the
gas station, leasing of shops and
blankets, apportioning percentages of
the UN gratuity paid to Nepal Police
monitors and observers despatched at
the call of the UN. These are the main
sources of income to keep the welfare
funds solvent and the works in
operation.

Much inspiration has been derived
by Nepal Police from the closeness,
affection and a sense of service
rendered by those of the police
families both in the past and the
present in the context of the welfare
programs and their i:lrujected
enhancement in the years to come.
Nepal Police enjoys much succor from
these kind gestures.

For the provision of gainful
employment and skills to the retired
police personnel, the Nepal Police
organization is formulating newer
plans and policies towards such
rehabilitation projects which, once
concertized, would greatly support
those in their retired lives.
