The year 1989, being
observed under the auspices of
the U.N. as the International
Year Against Drug Abuse and
Drug Trafficking, was marked
by organising discussions, talk-
programme, seminars, elc. on
Ashad 12, 2046 (26 June 1989) and
was participated by various
governmenlal and non-govern-
mental bodies including Nepal
Palice.

Persuant to the decision of
the 4th SAARC Summit held in
Islamabad, Pakistan, in
December 1988 to observe the
year 1989 as “SAARC Year for
Combatting Drug Abuse And
Drug Trafficking”, His Majes-
ty’s Govt. has constituted a
National Committee comprising
of various government institu-
tions, non-governmental organ-
isations and Nepal Police and
chaired by Hon. Minister of
State for Home, Mr. Niranjan
Thapa, in order tochalk-out and
execute  appropriate  pro-
grammes for the purpose which
will include the dissemination
of messages through discussion,
roundtables, telefilms, poster-
ing, staging of plays, publication
ofarticles and write-ups through
Radio Nepal, Nepal Television
and the printed media, besides
the holding of talk-programmes,
seminars, training sessions, ete,
and involving various organisa-
tions, schools and campuses
both in Kathmandu and else-
where in the Kingdom -- all
directed towards arousing pub-
licawareness against the evils of
drug menace and effectively
controlling drug abuse and drug
trafficking -- on Marga 23rd, 2046
(8 December 1988).

As has been dealt with at
